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Foreword

Bahais everywhere will feel a deep sense of gratitude to Canada's National
Spiritual Assembly for its decision to republish Messages to Canada, |etters
written by or on behalf of Shoghi Effendi, which has been out of print for all



too many years. The new edition will be welcomed even more enthusiastically
because of the fact that the compilation as now made available has grown from
the thirty communications constituting the original publication to atotal of
over two hundred letters and cables addressed to the National Spiritua
Assembly itself, to Local Spiritual Assemblies and groups, to committees, and
to agreat many individual Canadian believers.

Clearly, the task of identifying and assembling this large body of new material
and of integrating it into the original volume has been along and painstaking
labour of love on the part of the editors. No more appropriate occasion could
be imagined for the launching of the resulting work than the fiftieth
anniversary of the establishment of Canada's National Spiritual Assembly as an
independent Institution of the Bahai Faith and "ninth pillar” of the

Universal House of Justice. To remember that historic occasion isto ponder
deeply the significance of the body thus created. This meaning is powerfully
expressed in words which Amatu'l-Baha Ruhiyyih Khanum addressed to the
first national convention assembled in the drawing room of her girlhood homein
Montreal :

Whenever one thinks of Canada one thinks of cultivation. Out of her virgin
forests, her wildernesses, her barren North lands and |akes, has already been
wrung a great and promising nation. The darkness of nature, as the Master said,
has given way to cultivation and out of imperfection has arisen the splendour
of government, industry, trade, settlement, and the arts and sciences of human
life. But spiritually the land is still dark, promising, but dark. Primarily

the measure of spirituality radiated
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by your national body will be the measure of Bahdu'llah's light directly
available for Canada. For He created the concept of your institution. Y ou exist
because of the functions He desired you to perform, and your fundamental
function isto be the spiritual heart of Canada.

On April 30, 1949, barely twelve months after the new National Spiritual
Assembly had come into existence, it was formally incorporated by special Act
of Parliament, an event twice hailed by Shoghi Effendi in the documents
published here as "a magnificent victory unique in the annals of East and
West". In retrospect, the achievement provided a dramatic illustration of the
immense potentialities with which, as the Guardian repeatedly reminded Canadian
believers, Providence has endowed their community and their country. Today, as
Canadian Baha'is contemplate the results of fifty years of struggle and

sacrifice they begin to catch a glimmer of the dazzling panoramathat lay open
to the eyes of Shoghi Effendi as he penned the words of appeal, advice, and
encouragement that constitute the heart of this book: Local Spiritua
Assemblies established in the most remote corners of avast land -- the second
largest on the face of the planet; an enviable record of work carried out

quietly but with great effect by succeeding generations of Canadian pioneers
and travel teachersin every part of the world; an outpouring of funds that has
nourished the activities of the Cause at its World Centre and throughout the
globe and that truly merits the term sacrificial; the impetus given to the



international community's proclamation of Bahdu'lldh's message by Canadian
Bahdi creativity in the arts and the media; and the growing involvement in

the work of the Faith on the part of believers from Canada's many ethnic and
cultural backgrounds, a hope which is the unflagging theme of so many of Shoghi
Effendi's letters.

Canadian readers who note the Guardian's poignant references to the suffering
of their fellow Bahaisin the land of their Faith's birth will derive a

feeling of profound satisfaction from the leadership which both their community
and their nation have since demonstrated in mobilizing international
condemnation of such per-
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secution, in providing homes for several thousand of the victims, and in
winning the agreement of many other nations to similarly open their own doors.
Above all, given the letters urgent emphasis on the qualities of "loyalty",
"vigilance", and "unswerving fidelity", Canadian Bahais will reserve their
deepest expressions of gratitude to Bahau'lléh for the Divine protection

which, since the moment of the Faith's arrival in their country a hundred years
ago, has so remarkably shielded their community from all efforts to undermine
its record of unyielding commitment to the Covenant.

All of these developments were possible because of the hours of patient care
which Shoghi Effendi devoted to the community's development at the very dawn of
its collective history as a distinct national community. It was the blazing

ardour of these messages that inspired Canadian Baha'i pioneers to endure
years of isolation in Arctic posts, remote island settlements, and regions of

the earth which seemed initially to display aslittle in the way of spiritual
receptivity as they offered with respect to the comforts of life. It was

lettersin this book -- cherished treasures in homes across the country,

treasures grown fragile through constant re-reading -- which awokein
individual believers the courage to look within themselves for capacities quite
outside their daily experience. Through the guidance the messages contained,
Local Spiritual Assemblies learned gradually to be patient not only with the
failings of the communities entrusted to their care, but also with the slow
processes of their own ingtitutional growth.

At all times, Shoghi Effendi held up before the eyes of Canadian believers --
conditioned by everything in their culture to the virtues of modesty and
prudence, and confirmed in this mindset by sobering historical experience --

the breathtaking mandate which has been conferred on them by the Centre of the
Covenant. They must strive to appreciate, he insisted, that they are a

"co-heir" of the Tablets of the Divine Plan, "chosen prosecutors’ of that Plan,
"sole partner” and "chief aly" of their sister community in the United States

in its worldwide implementation, and endowed with that " primacy with which the
twin Bah&i national com-
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munities labouring in the North American continent have been invested by the
unerring Pen of the Centre of Bahau'lldh's Covenant”.



Whenever response was unduly slow or energies flagged, Shoghi Effendi wasin no
way reluctant to press those matters which deeply concerned him. Perhaps the
most vexed single issue was the difficulty which the National Spiritual
Assembly appeared to have in acquiring a suitable site for its first
Mashriqu'l-Adhkar and even an appropriate property for its national
Haziratu'l-Quds. As delay followed delay and one after another of the
Assembly's optimistic expectations proved illusory, letters from the Guardian's
secretaries expressed growing concern. Eventually, Shoghi Effendi himself
addressed the subject in the course of a major message in 1955:

[The] purchase of the site of the Mother Temple of the Dominion of Canada and
the establishment of the national Haziratu'l-Quds constitute a doubl e task

that can brook no further delay, as the entire Bah&i World, having hailed

the erection of such an indispensable institution in no less than eighteen
countries scattered throughout the continents and oceans of the Globe, is now
intently fixing its eye on this community, so richly blessed by “Abdu’l-Baha.

Principally, however, oneis struck by the gentleness and restraint that the
messages display over failures which, however seriousin themselves, were
clearly seen by Shoghi Effendi as the result not of obduracy or folly, but of
ineptitude on the part of a very young community desperately concerned to learn
and to fulfil the expectations of the incomparable figure on whom all its love
and hope were fixed.

A startling feature of Shoghi Effendi's letters to Canada -- and indeed of the
Tablets of "Abdu'l-Bahé that inspired them -- istheir linking of the

spiritual destiny of the country with its brilliant material future.

Repeatedly, the Guardian returns to the theme of the Master's emphasis on this
dual process. In an especially provoce
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tive passage, he pointsto the vital role which, in the fullness of time, the

Bahai community itself is destined to play not only in the nation's

spiritual development, but in its social and economic advance:

May this community, the leaven placed by the hands of Providence in the midst
of a people belonging to a nation, likewise young, dynamic, richly endowed with
material resources, and assured of a great material prosperity by

"Abdu'l-Bahd, play its part not only in lending a notable impetusto the
world-wide propagation of the Faith it has espoused, but contribute, asits
resources multiply and asit gainsin stature, to the spiritualization and

material progress of the nation of which it forms so vital a part.

Here, we touch with that mystery that "Abdu'l-Baha termed "the secret of

Divine civilization". Increasingly, Bahdis will feel impelled to consider

the impact on Canadian consciousness of Shoghi Effendi's messages and the long
term effects on the nation'slife. Prior to World War 11 it might well have

been impossible to identify a society more provincial, more resolutely
self-absorbed than that of Canada. Today, in its place, stands a nation for

whom a global perspectiveisthe norm, that has established a perhaps
unparalleled record of service to the cause of international peace-keeping, and



that isjustly renowned for its willingness to provide economic assistance
without attaching to it political or other conditions.

Readers will note that the major messages in the book were all written during
the nine year period -- 1948 to 1957 -- which coincided with this great turning
point in the orientation of Canada's people. The letters immediate effects can
be traced in the lives of only the several hundred persons to whom they were
directly addressed. Their broader influence, an influence deriving its force
from the direct intervention in Canadian history of the Centre of

Bah&du'lldh's Covenant, was prefigured in words with which “Abdu'l-Baha
described the significance of the brief but incal culably precious days He spent
in the country:
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The time of sojourn was limited to a number of days, but the resultsin the
future areinexhaustible. . . . Again | repeat, that the future of Canada,
whether from amaterial or spiritual standpoint, isvery great. Day by day

civilization and freedom shall increase. The clouds of the Kingdom will water
the seeds of guidance which have been sown there.

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Preface

It iswith immense joy that we release this new edition of Messages to Canada.
The publication of this commemorative edition of communications from Shoghi
Effendi is particularly momentous in this auspicious year when the Canadian
Bahai Community celebrates the hundredth anniversary of the introduction of
the Faith of Bahau'lldh to Canada and the fiftieth anniversary of the

election of Canada's independent National Spiritual Assembly.

The edition published in 1965 contained 30 |etters and cablegrams, which, other
than the Guardian'sfirst letter to Canada, were concentrated in the period

after Canada's National Spiritual Assembly came into being. Since then, a
substantial number of additional letters from the Guardian to individuals,
Groups and Local Spiritual Assemblies, aswell asto the Nationa Spiritual
Assembly, have been collected and catalogued. As aresult we are pleased to
include 278 letters and cablegrams in this edition.[2]

The letters contained in this volume are written by the Guardian or on his
behalf by his various secretaries. Those written by the Guardian himself have a
unique character and a greater authority than messages written on his behalf,
but the latter constitute authoritative Baha'i text, as noted in aletter

dated 25 February 1951, written on behalf of the Guardian to a National
Spiritual Assembly: "Although the secretaries of the Guardian convey his
thoughts and instructions and these messages are authoritative, their words are
in no sense the same as his, their style certainly not the same, and their
authority less, for they use their own terms and not his exact wordsin
conveying his messages.”



The messages are presented in chronological order. In accordance with guidance
of the Universal House of Justice, addressees and other individuals have not
been identified, except in circumstances where "it would seem strange or
inappropriate to omit a particular believer's name." All cablegrams received
from Shoghi Effendi have been presented in the original form and without
interpolation.

The variety of spelling, capitalization and punctuation used by
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the Guardian's secretaries has been standardized to the form most often used by
the Guardian himself. The texts remain as written, and have been checked
against the originals or authenticated copies of originals. The namesused in
the text to designate various groups have been retained, notwithstanding that
these designations are no longer in common use.

We would like to thank Judith Oppenheimer in the Archives office of the
Bah&i World Centre, and Roger Dahl in the National Bah&i Archivesin the
United States, for providing additional texts beyond those in our own archives.
We would like to extend our deep appreciation to the diligent and enthusiastic
project manager, Ailsa Hedley, who operated under the supervision of an
advisory committee of the National Spiritual Assembly. We are also grateful for
the proofreading and research assistance of Pixie MacCallum, Jayne Long,
Michael Rochester, Jean McKeever, Anne Banani and Sarah Banani.

Foreword to the 1965 edition

Few tasks have given such pleasure to the National Spiritual Assembly asthe
publication of this book. The thirty messages which it contains are collated

from letters and cablegrams sent to the Canadian Bahai community by Shoghi
Effendi, Guardian of the Cause. They span virtually the entire thirty-six years

of his ministry, but the reader will not fail to note that apart from the first

letter (written in January 1923, shortly after Shoghi Effendi assumed his
responsibilities at the World Centre) the messages are concentrated in the nine
years from 1948 to 1957. The explanation lies, of course, in the fact that

prior to April 1948, Canadian and American Bahdis were members of asingle
community embracing the two countries. The great body of messages addressed to
that community have found permanence in several other volumes,* and are now a
part of the heritage of the entire Bahdi world. The Canadian National

Spiritual Assembly has long desired to contribute to that inheritance this

final share of thetrust left to it by the Guardian. No more fitting occasion

could be found than the inauguration of the first of the global plans designed

by the Universal House of Justice and inspired by just such undertakings as

form the subject of much of this book.

For those believers who were members of the Faith before November 1957, this
book will have a special dimension. For them, the messages will always be



letters, inseparable in memory from climactic moments at conventions,
conferences, and assembly meetings, for some among them, they will be even more
closely interwoven with memories of the personal decisions which helped to
translate the plans of the messages into the reality of a world-wide community;

for afortunate few, these letters will speak
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with an unforgettable voice and face and hands remembered from all too brief
evenings at the dinner table in Haifa. The messages have significance, however,
far beyond the circumstances in which they were issued. Perhaps the most
obvious, to a Canadian, is the unique contribution which they make to the
history of the Causein this country. As a nation, Canada has not had a strong
sense of mission or identity, and its history has frequently appeared to be a
seguence of reactions to events occurring in other countries. For Canadian
Baha'is, however, the messages of Shoghi Effendi and the statements of
"Abdu'l-Bah& on which they are based provide glimpses of the foundations of
their community and of its mission in the world which are the very essence of
history. Shoghi Effendi speaksin moving language of the promises of
"Abdu'l-Bahd; of the role of the Canadian community as "co-heir" with the
American believers to the Tablets of the Divine Plan ; of the "imperishable
record of international service" associated with such names as May Maxwell and
Sutherland Maxwell, Marion Jack, Fred Schopflocher, Louis Bourgeois, and
Ruahiyyih Khanum, "my helpmate, my shield . . . my tireless collaborator"; of
the "initiation of [Canada's] glorious mission, far beyond the borders of the
Dominion"; of the significance of the 1949 Act of Parliament incorporating the
National Spiritual Assembly, a"magnificent victory unique annals East West";
and of the special role which the community must play in the establishment of
the Faith among aborigina peoples and particularly among the Eskimos.
Ultimately, however, the messages are the property of the Bahai world
community. On the one hand, they provide authoritative guidance for both
individuals and assemblies on issues which in several instances may have been
dealt with nowhere else. On the other, they speak in a spirit of understanding
which will infinitely reward any effort to appreciate and expressit. Local
assemblies, like national assemblies, will benefit from a study of the
Guardian's repeated urging that we "avoid . . . rules and regulations” as
stifling to "the spirit of the Cause", and deal instead with each case on its
individual meritsin the light of the principles of the Faith. The individual
believer will be interested in the reflection in sev-
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era of the letters of “"Abdu'l-Bahd's appeal that we refrain from moral
judgements on other people. Assemblies and individuals alike will not fail to
remark the extreme caution which the Guardian counsels usto usein the
disciplinary functions of an administrative body. Finally, the letters provide
aremarkable glimpse into the world of the spirit in such passages as those in
which the Guardian stresses the long term significance of the goals established
in the remote and inhospitabl e regions of Canada's northland.



In one of the most challenging passages of this book, Shoghi Effendi writes:
"Above all, the utmost endeavour should be exerted by your Assembly to
familiarize the newly enrolled believers with the fundamental and spiritual
verities of the Faith, and with the origins, the aims and purposes, as well as
the processes of adivinely appointed Administrative Order. . . . For asthe
body of the avowed supporters of the Faith isenlarged . . . aparalel
progress must be achieved, if the fruits already garnered are to endure, in the
spiritual quickening of its members and the deepening of their inner life."
There can be no doubt in the mind of anyone who has read them that these
messages themselves provide a pricel ess opportunity for the spiritual
quickening to which their author refers. They constitute a part of that
imperishable legacy which, without awritten Will, the Guardian of the Cause
has | ft to the entire world, alegacy which will continue to enrich future
generations of Baha'is throughout the centuries of this Dispensation.

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Introduction to the 1965 edition

By Hand of the Cause, John A. Robarts

The communications in this book were written by Shoghi Effendi to the Baha'is
of Canada, mostly through the National Spiritual Assembly. The first message
dated January 2nd, 1923, the Guardian wrote when he was twenty-five years old,
and in the beginning of his ministry. The others, dating from April 1948, when
Canada became an independent Baha'i Community, continued until almost that
tragic day of his death, November 4th, 1957.

"Abdu’'l-Bahd, in His Will and Testament, wrote of Shoghi Effendi, His eldest
and dearly loved grandson: " Salutation and praise, blessing and glory rest upon
that primal branch of the Divine and Sacred Lote-Tree, . . . the most wondrous,
unique and priceless pearl that doth gleam from out the Twin surging sess; . .

. Well isit with him that seeketh the shelter of his shade that shadoweth all
mankind . . . as heisthe sign of God, the chosen branch, the Guardian of the
Cause of God . . ."

Until 1948, the Bah&is of the United States and Canada had been one
Community. In April of that year, acting upon the instructions of the Guardian,
we passed the stage of infancy, attained the status, and assumed the functions,

of an independent existence within the Bah&i World Community. We held our
own National Convention in the Maxwell Home, in Montreal, elected our National
Spiritual Assembly, the ninth in the Bahai world, and were given aFive Y ear
Plan by the Guardian. We proudly became the ninth pillar of the Institution of
the Universal House of Justice,

The Five Year Plan called for the incorporation of our National Spiritual
Assembly; the establishment of National Bahai endowments; doubling the
number of our fifteen Local Spiritual Assemblies and raising to one hundred the



total number of localities where Bahd'is reside; the constitution of a group

in Newfoundland and the formation of anucleus of the Faith in Greenland, and
the participation of Eskimos and Red Indians in membership to share
administrative privilegesin local Institutions of the Faithiin
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Canada.

For the mere handful of Baha'is scattered across Canada, this Plan seemed a
colossal task. But, as areading of these messages will reveal, the Guardian
knew the goals were attainable. He gave us a glimpse of his great vision of the
Cause. He reminded us of the promises of "Abdu’'l-Bah&: "The future of the
Dominion of Canada. . . isvery great and the events connected with it

infinitely glorious. . . ." He showed us that dedication and service to the

Cause of God must comefirst in our lives. His stirring appeals, his unwavering
faith in us, hislove and his prayersfor us, his keen interest in the

execution of al phases of the Plan, his constant encouragement, his sympathy
and underZstanding in our difficulties, his deep appreciation, gratitude and
pride in every victory, his reminding us of the promises of Divine assistance,
brought usto April 1953, with our Five Y ear Plan completed.

To our sixth National Convention he cabled: "Overjoyed grateful triumphant
conclusion Five Y ear Plan most momentous enterprise launched Canadian Bah&i
history initiated morrow emergence independent existence Canadian Bah&i
Community . . ."

In that same cable he announced details of our part of the Ten Y ear World
Crusade, "constituting prelude mightier undertaking designed consolidate
magnificent victories achieved homefront inaugurate Community's historic
mission beyond confines Dominion. Ten Year Plan its valiant members now
embarking upon enabling them push outposts Faith northernmost territories
Western Hemisphere associating them members seven other sister Communities
raising aloft banner Faith Pacific Isands. . . "

These messages contain both instruction and inspiration. The Guardian gave us a
deeper understanding of the Faith. We are very proud that he paid such loving
tributes to a number of Canadian Bah&is: Sutherland and May Maxwell, their
daughter now Amatu'l-Baha Ruhiyyih Khanum, Siegfried (Freddie)
Schopflocher, Marion Jack, and others.

While we suffered the devastating loss of our cherished Guardian at amost the
halfway point of the Crusade we are happy that the goals have been achieved. We
know that he will be overjoyed
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and grateful for the triumphant conclusion of his Ten Year World Crusade, "the
greatest spiritual dramathe world has ever witnessed". We will now go forward
with our fifty-five sister Communities of the Bah&i world to establish the
Kingdom of God upon the earth.

A fuller perspective of the work of Shoghi Effendi is obtained by reading these
messages in conjunction with those he wrote before 1948, to the Bahais of

the United States and Canada, and from 1950, to the Bahd&'is of the world. For



thirty-six years he was the Divine Tree that shadowed all mankind. He was the
most wondrous, unique and priceless being. He was indeed the Guardian of the
Cause of God.
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O my loving friends! After the passing away of thiswronged one, it is
incumbent upon the Aghsan (Branches), the Afnan (Twigs) of the Sacred
Lote-Tree, the Hands (pillars) of the Cause of God and the loved ones of the
Abh& Beauty to turn unto Shoghi Effendi - the youthful branch branched from
the two hallowed and sacred Lote-Trees and the fruit grown from the union of
the two offshoots of the Tree of Holiness, - as he is the sign of God, the

chosen branch, the Guardian of the Cause of God, he unto whom all the Aghsan,
the Afnan, the Hands of the Cause of God and His loved ones must turn.

My dear Baha'i sister,

Your spiritually beautiful letter of December 16th sent through our beloved
brother, Mr. F. Schopflocher[5] to our dear Guardian, Shoghi Effendi, has been
received. He was deeply impressed with the spirit of your devotion and
attachment to the Holy Cause of God and |ofty aspirations to serve humanity
which is the fundamental aim of the Bah&'i Movement.

He hasinstructed me to answer your letter and convey to you hisloving
greeting.

Asregards the meaning of the Bahai Covenant: The Guardian considers the
existence of two forms of Covenant both of which
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are explicitly mentioned in the literature of the Cause. First is the covenant

that every prophet makes with humanity or more definitely with His people that
they will accept and follow the coming Manifestation Who will be the
reappearance of Hisreality. The second form of covenant is such as the one
Bahau'llah made with His people that they should accept the Master. Thisis
merely to establish and strengthen the succession of the series of Lights that
appear after every Manifestation. Under the same category falls the covenant
the Master has made with the Bah&'is that they should accept His

administration after Him.

The Guardian has on various occasions made it clear that the friends should
abstain from voting for any political posts unless this abstinence would be
considered as civil disobedience and punishable by law which | believe does not
exist anywhere.[8]

To divide the inheritance as it is prescribed by Bahau'llah we have to

divide it into 2520 shares. But we can also divide it into 42 shares (not 40 as
you mention in your letter). Then every one of the beneficiaries will take so
many of these shares. These numbers form like a highest denominator for the
different fractions which represent the shares of the different individuals

that will benefit in case of intestacy. In case of the non-existence of one

class of inheritors the Aqdas mentions how it should be divided. As agenerd
rule a part goes to the House of Justice, a part to the children.

Asto your fourth question, Shoghi Effendi believesthat it is preferable not

to confuse the methods explained by the Master with present systems. They may
have many resemblances but also many points of difference. Moreover these
general statements we have in the teachings have to be explained and applied by
the House of Justice before we can really appreciate their significance.

Y our welcome letter of the 17th March addressed to our beloved Guardian has
been duly received, and it pleased him very deeply indeed to know of your
appointment as chairman of the Temple Guide Committee, in which capacity, he
hopes and will fervently pray, you will be able to render outstanding services

to the Faith.

The work which the Bah&i guides at the Temple are called upon to undertake
istruly difficult and delicate, and requires such
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combination of qualities as sound knowledge of the Teachings, ability, tact and
wisdom for their adequate and effective presentation as few believers can clam
to possess. Only those who are considered well equipped, both intellectually
and spiritually, should be selected for this type of work, and it is the duty

of the Temple Guide Committee to exercise the utmost care in making such
selection.

Those serving as Temple guides should, in al their contacts with the visitors,
maintain the full dignity of the Cause, and provide the inquirers with accurate
information regarding the Faith, and stress the universal aspects of the
Teachings such as world unity, and its various implications. Political

guestions and all controversial subjects touching current political affairs
should be strictly avoided. The conflicting political systems and philosophies
of the day should neither be praised, nor censured, but the fact should be
stressed that whatever the political regime under which it is enforced no

purely national programme can be considered as adequate and self-sufficient. It
ison the higher plane of international co-operation that the problems and
difficulties now facing the world should be discussed and solved, and nothing
short of the fire of auniversal ordeal can succeed in infusing the right

spirit in the hearts of the masses and leaders alike.

The station of Bahau'llah, and the significance of the age in which He has
appeared, together with the supreme and infallible remedy which His Teachings
offer to ailing humanity should be equally stressed, in a clear and unequivocal
language.

Those inquirers who are found to be receptive should be given more detailed
information, and presented, on demand, with comprehensive and authoritative
literature on the Faith.

With regard to your activitiesin connection with the training and education of
Bah&i children: needless to tell you what a vital importance the Guardian
attaches to such activities, on which so much of the strength, welfare and
growth of the Community must necessarily depend. What a more sacred privilege,
and also what aweightier responsibility than the task of rearing up the new
generation of believers, and of inculcating into their youthful and re-
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ceptive minds the principles and teachings of the Cause, and of thus preparing

Such
people, however, not being responsible for their actions, will not suffer any
spiritual effect from acts committed while mentally deranged. . . .

Regarding "mercy killings' or legalized euthanasia ; thisis aso a matter

which the Universal House of Justice will have to legislate upon.
Suicideisforbidden in the Cause. God Who is the Author of all life can alone
take it away, and dispose of it in the
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way He deems best. Whoever commits suicide endangers his soul, and will suffer
spiritually as aresult in the other Worlds Beyond.

As regards the sterilization of the mentally deficient or the physically unfit;

the Teachings bear no direct reference to the subject, and it therefore

devolves on the Universal House of Justice to decide and legislate on this

matter.

What is needed is to get the Administration in its present form to run more
efficiently and at the same time to build up a higher

elected bodies, but also about such things as you mention, the law of averages,
the age and indisposition of some of the members, etc.

Dear Bahai Sister:[29]
Y our letter to our beloved Guardian, dated October 6th, has been received, and
he has instructed me to answer you on his behalf.
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Regarding the matter of the young men you have raised in your letter: he feels
that they should be treated like any other people seeking admittance to the
Faith, and be accepted on the same basis. Our teachings, as outlined in the
Advent of Divine Justice, on the subject of living a chaste life, should be
emphasized to them just as every other applicant, but certainly no ruling
what-so-ever should be laid down in this matter. The Baha'is have certainly
not yet reached that stage of moral perfection where they are in a position to
too harshly scrutinize the private lives of other souls, and each individual
should be accepted on the basis of hisfaith, and sincere willingnessto try to
live up to the Divine Standards; further than this we cannot go at present. . .

Now that your Assembly isformed, and is embarking on its independent existence
as a National Body, he wishes to emphasize a point which he is constantly
stressing to other National Bodies: you must avoid issuing rules and

regulations. The fundamentals laid down in the Bah&i Administration must, of
course, be adhered to, but thereis atendency for Assemblies to constantly

issue detailed procedures and rules to the friends, and he considers this

hampers the work of the Cause, and is entirely premature. Asfar asis possible
cases which come up should be dealt with and settled as they arise, and not a
blanket ruling be laid down to cover all possible similar cases. This preserves

the elasticity of the Administrative Order and prevents red tape from

developing and hampering the work of the Cause. Y ou must likewise bear in mind
that you are now awholly independent National Body, and must consider the
administration of the affairs of the Faith within your jurisdiction as your

separate problem. There is no more need for you to follow every singlerule

laid down by the American National Spiritual Assembly, than thereisfor the
British or the Australian and New Zealand National Spiritual Assembliesto do
this. Uniformity in fundamentals is essential, but not in every detail. On the



contrary, diversity, the solving of the local situation in the right way, is
important.

He will be very happy to receive reports of the measures you are taking to
carry out your important Five Year Plan. Y ou have

the unique distinction of being the first National Body, yet formed, to be born
with aPlan in its mouth! And you may be sure your fellow Baha'is, East and
West, are watching your progress with keen interest, not unmixed with
curiosity, to see how well you farein your historic work and your newly
created independence.

The Guardian has high hopes for the achievements of the Canadian Bahais.
Their national character, which so fortuitously combines the progressiveness
and initiative of the Americans, and the stability and tenacity of the British,
fits them to make great contributions to the progress of the Faith, both in
Canada and throughout the world.

He urges you to keep in close touch with him, and assures you that you, and
your labours, are very dear to his heart, and he is ardently praying for your
success in every field of your manifold activities.

I hail with ajoyous heart and confident spirit the truly compelling and almost
simultaneous evidences of the creative, the irresistible power of the Faith of
Bahau'llah as witnessed by the formation of the first Canadian National
Bahai Assembly and the inauguration of the Five Y ear Plan, designed to
orient its members toward and canalize the energies of the entire Canadian
Bah&i Community in support of the immediate tasks lying before them. So
auspicious a beginning, in the life of acommunity attaining adulthood, under
the influence of the processes set in motion as the result of the progressive
unfoldment of the Divine Plan, in aterritory of such vast dimensions, blessed
through both the mighty utterances, and the personal visit of the One Who
fostered it from the hour of its birth, and Whose Plan enabled it to reach
maturity, may
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well be regarded as one of the most momentous happenings immortalizing the
opening years of the second Bahdi Century.

The responsibility shouldered by an institution ranking as one of the
sustaining pillars of the future Universal House of Justice isindeed
staggering. The Plan entrusted to itsinfant handsiis, in both its magnitude

and implications tremendoudly vast. The anxieties, the strenuous exertions
attendant upon the proper guidance, the effectual development and the sound



consolidation of acommunity emerging into independent national existence, are
inevitably trying. The numerical strength of that community, the immensity of
the area serving as the field for the operation of its Plan, the meagerness of

the resources now at its disposal, the relative inexperience of its

newly-recruited members, the perils overhanging the territory in which they
reside in the event of afuture global conflict, the intensity of opposition

which the unfoldment of its mission may provoke in the strongholds of religious
orthodoxy inimical to the liberalizing influences of the Faith it represents --

all these offer a challenge at once severe, inescapable and soul uplifting.

The eyes of itstwin-sister community in the North American continent, which
assisted it in achieving its independence, are fixed upon it, eager to behold,

and ready to aid it in its march to glory. Its sister communitiesin Latin

America, whose coming of ageis as yet unattained, watch with mingled curiosity
and envy, itsfirst strides along the steep path which they themselves are soon

to tread. Other sister communities in the European, African, Asiatic and
Australian continents, some of venerable age, othersrich in experience, and
resources, still others tried and tested by the fires of persecution, observe

with keen anticipation in their hearts and benediction on their lips, the

manner in which this youngest recruit to their ranks will launch upon its

career, the resolution with which it will face its problems, the spirit which

will animate it in its battles and the stupendousness of the efforts required
towin itsvictories.
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Above and beyond them the Spirit of a Master Who nursed it in itsinfancy and
to Whose Plan it now has consecrated its mature energies, overshadows it with
that self-same solicitude that called it into existence, that stimulated His

tender carein itsinfancy, that inspired His written promises, that prompted

His lavish praise, that impelled Him to cast the radiance of His person, in the
evening of Hislife, on its mother city,[30] and induced Him, ere His passing,

to bequeath to it so rich alegacy in what may be regarded as one of the
mightiest repositories of His last wishes. No one, of the galaxy of immortal
heroes, now gathered to the glory of Bahau'llah, can contemplate with

greater delight the advances which this community has made, or intercede with
greater efficacy on its behalf, than she NOTEREF _Ref415387519 f * MERGEFORMAT
-->4 -->who has won the peerlesstitle of the Mother of that community, the
initial phase of whose career was signalized by the founding of the mother
community in the European continent, and the conclusion of which was crowned by
a death cementing the spiritual bonds now indissolubly uniting the North and
South American continents.

The Five Year Plan, now set in motion, must under no circumstances be allowed
to lag behind its schedule. A befitting start should be made in the execution

of the Planin all its aspects. Theinitial steps should be relentlessly

followed by additional measures designed to hasten the incorporation of your
Assembly, to accelerate the multiplication of Local Assemblies, groups and
isolated centres, throughout the Provinces of the Dominion, to insure the
stability of the outpost of the Faith which must be established in



Newfoundland, and to incorporate a steadily growing element, representative of
both the Indian and Eskimo races, into the life of the community.

Obstacles, however formidable, will have to be determinedly surmounted. Any
reverses that sooner or later may be suffered should be met with stoic

fortitude, and speedily offset by victoriesin other fields. The glorious

vision now unveiled to your eyes must never be dimmed. The illuminating
promises enshrined in “Abdu'l-Bahd's Tablets should not be forgotten for a
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moment. The quality of the success already achieved by so small a number, over
so extensive afield, in so brief aperiod, at so precarious an hour in the

destinies of mankind, should spur on the elected representatives of this now
fully fledged community to achieve in as short a period, over still more
extensive an area, and despite a severer crisis than any as yet encountered,
victories more abiding in their merit and more conspicuous in their brilliance
than any as yet won in the service and for the glory of the Faith of

Bahdu'lléh.

He was grieved to hear of some of the things you describe. It shows great
spiritual immaturity on the part of some of the Bah&is and an astonishing

lack of understanding and study of the teachings. To live up to our Faith's
moral teachingsis atask far harder than to live up to those noble principles
the Moral Re-Armament inculcates, fine and encompassing as they are! Every
other word of Bahdu'lléh's and "Abdu'l-Baha's writings is a preachment on
moral and ethical conduct; all elseisthe form, the chalice, into which the



pure spirit must be poured; without the spirit and the action which must
demonstrateit, it isalifeless form.

He judges, from what you say, that the friends have not or at least many of

them have not, been properly taught in the beginning.

Thereis certainly no objection to stressing the "four standards’ of the Moral
Re-Armament -- though any teaching of our precious Faith would go much more
deeply into these subjects and add more to them.

When we realize that Bahdu'lldh says adultery retards the progress of the

soul in the afterlife -- so grievousisit -- and that drinking destroys the

mind, and not to so much as approach it, we see how clear are our teachings on
these subjects.

Y ou must not make the great mistake of judging our Faith by one community which
obviously needs to study and obey the Bah&i teachings. Human frailties and
peculiarities can be a great test. But the only way, or perhaps | should say

the first and best way, to remedy such situations, is to oneself do what is

right. One soul can be the cause of the spiritual illumination of a continent.

Now that you have seen, and remedied, a great fault in your own life, now that
you see more clearly what is lacking in your own community, there is nothing to
prevent you from arising and showing

this matter or not.

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Their best way of serving the world is through the positive and constructive
medium of the Cause, and not though the negative approach of fear of any one
group. We have not the power -- in the material sense of that word -- to do any
good in combatting many of the evilsin the world today, economic or political
or socia, but we can do a unique service through our Bah&i work, for this

way we release the power of God, which isthe only Force that can redeem men
and carry us forward to an ultimate victory over the evil of today. He

therefore urges you to devote your mind to peacefully serving the Cause and not
worry over whether such a destructive group does or does not exist.

Dear Bahai Friends:

Your letters dated June 21, October 3, December 20, 1949, and February 15,
April 10, and May 14, 1950 as well as various other material, have been

received by our beloved Guardian, and he has instructed me to answer you on his
behalf.

He feels sure you will understand the reason for the delay in answering your
letters -- and, indeed, all the other National Spiritual Assemblies' letters --

when he explains that not only has this been aterrific winter of work in
connection with the construction of the Shrine, but since the beginning of

April my dear father, Mr. Maxwell, NOTEREF _Ref415393247 f * MERGEFORMAT -->22
--> has been dangerously and desperately ill. The anxiety this caused us al,

and the constant coming and going of doctors, nurses, and two periodsin
hospital, has necessitated putting aside all correspondence for months. Now,
however, thank God, Mr. Maxwell is slowly improving, and the threads of normal
existence can be taken up again by usall.

The Guardian was very happy to note the community increased this year by 66. He
was also delighted to see your Assembly arranged for all delegates to be

present. Thisis very important, especially during this period when full
consultation and co-operation is necessary amongst all the far-flung Canadian
Assemblies and groups, as well asisolated believers, in order to ensure the
success of your first and so important Plan.

He approves of the measures you have inaugurated for intensive teaching during
the coming year, and trusts they will meet with great success.

The British victories, in the face of great obstacles, and the consistent

success across the border in the United States, must be at once an inspiration

and a challenge to the Canadian friends.
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There is no doubt they can succeed if the entire Community applies itself
eagerly and confidently to its task.

The Guardian isimmensely pleased over the settlement of pioneers[33] in
Newfoundland ; this has accomplished one of the specific desires of the beloved
Master, and will redound to the glory of the Canadian Bahaiis.

The next, most important task isto get Miss Gateq34] into Greenland. Thisis
fraught with many difficulties, but he urges your Assembly to persevere and
exert its utmost to remove every obstacle. He will specialy pray that away
may open for her to enter that country.

Regarding your gquestion about contributions: it is up to the individual to
decide; if he wishes to devote a sum to a specific purpose, heisfreeto do



so; but the friends should recognize the fact that too much labelling of
contributions will tie the hands of the Assembly and prevent it from meeting
its many obligations in various fields of Bah&i activity.

Concerning the points your Assembly raised in the letter of December 20, 1949:
1. The Guardian considers this a purely secondary question of administrative
procedure which your Assembly can decide upon for itself.[35] Heis very
anxious that no new rules and regulations should be introduced. Asfar as
possible each National Spiritual Assembly should decide secondary matters for
itself, and not try to lay down arule general in application.

2. No fixed rule should be laid down about this either.[36]

3. Bahau'lléh gives no right of appeal to the law that both parents must

give permission to the marriage, if they are living. Bah&i marriages should

be referred to Assemblies to officiate; where there is no Assembly to officiate
your body is free to decide what procedure should be followed. Whether it is
the chairman or secretary or some other person who actually conducts the
marriageis, likewise, a matter for your body to decide.
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The Guardian feels that next Convention you should permit only Assemblies to
send delegates. Thiswill encourage the various Provinces to ensure they do
have an Assembly and consequently a delegate, or delegates.

The Guardian has not found it desirable, for various reasons, to send a
recorded message to any Convention.

The work being done by various Baha'is, including our dear Indian
believer[37] who returned from the United States in order to pioneer amongst
his own people, in teaching the Canadian Indians, is one of the most important
fields of activity under your jurisdiction. The Guardian hopes that ere long
many of these original Canadians will take an active part in Bahai affairs

and arise to redeem their brethren from the obscurity and despondency into
which they have fallen.

The desire of your Assembly to remain in the closest touch with the Guardian
pleases him very much -- he assures you that the desire is mutual!

The progress achieved in various fields by the members of the Canadian Bah&i
Community under the direction of its national elected representatives, since
the inception of the Five Y ear Plan, merits the highest praise, and augurs well
for its success in the years that lie immediately ahead. The spontaneity with
which the members of this community, on the morrow of its having attained an
independent national existence, have arisen to execute the Plan designed for
the furtherance of its interests and the consolidation of its newly-born



institutions, the zeal and resolution which have characterized the

prosecution of the task entrusted to their care, the notable success they have
already achieved in the initial stages of their enterprise, have served to

heighten my feelings of admiration for those who have directed its course and
participated in its unfoldment, and to evoke the unstinted praise of all sister
communitiesin both the East and the West.

Though much has been achieved in the course of the two years that have elapsed
since the formulation of the Plan, the objectives that the members of this
struggling, youthful and valiant community have set themselves to attain are
till far from being fulfilled. Though the process of the multiplication of

Bahdi centres, over the length and breadth of so vast aterritory, has been,
steadily and speedily, gathering momentum, the number of groups that have
achieved Assembly statusis still relatively insignificant, while the pioneer
activity designed to awaken and stimulate the interest of the Eskimosin the
Faith and enlist their support may hardly be said to have been vigorously and
adequately launched. The call to which this newly-fledged community has been
summoned is admittedly urgent and challenging. The character of the tasks
dlotted to it is, in many respects, unique. The resources at its disposal for

the discharge of its peculiar responsibilities are no doubt as yet inadequate.

The obstacles that stand in its way and obstruct its path seem almost
insurmountable. Its membership, when viewed in relation to the range over which
it operates, is no doubt wholly inadequate. Y et the spirit which has

consistently animated the members of the entire community, and the energy and
determination which have distinguished their elected representativesin the
discharge of their sacred duties, are such as to fortify the hopeswhich I, as

well astheir fellow-workers in both hemispheres, have cherished in our hearts,
since the inauguration of their first collective enterprisein aland so rich

in promise, so vast in its potentialities, and so honoured by the visit of the
Centre of the Covenant Himself as well as by the glowing references made to it
by Him in Hisimmortal Tablets.
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Asthe centenary of the birth of Bahau'llah's prophetic Mission approaches,
asthefirst historic Plan, signalizing the birth and rise of a highly

privileged community, the sole partner of its great sister community in the
South in the prosecution of “Abdu'l-Bahd's Divine Plan, gathers momentum and
enters the concluding stages in its evolution, a dedication even more
conspicuous than that already manifested in the hour of the launching of the
Plan must needs be displayed by al those who are called upon to participate in
its prosecution. A sterner resolve, a nobler heroism, a greater unanimity in
sacrifice, afurther intensification of effort must be manifested, as the first
stage in the evolution of the mission of the Canadian Baha'i Community draws
to aclose, and paves the way for the inauguration of still more splendid
enterprises along the path laid down for them by the unerring hand of the
Author of the Divine Plan.



That this community will never relax in its high endeavours, that the vision of
its glorious mission will not be suffered to be dimmed, that obstacles, however
formidable, will neither dampen its zeal or deflect it from its purpose, is my
confident hope and earnest prayer. He Who watches over its destinies, from
Whose pen testimonies so significant and soul thrilling have flowed, will no
doubt continue to direct its steps, to shower upon it His loving bounties, to
surround it with His constant care, and to enable it to scale loftier heights

on its ascent towards the summit of its destiny.

He was very happy to know that the work in connection with the Indians and the
Eskimosisreceiving special attention; and he would like your Assembly to
please express to Miss Nan Brandle[40] his deep appreciation of the unique
service sheis rendering the Cause, and of the exemplary spirit whichis
animating her. He hopes other believers will follow in her footsteps, and arise
to do work in this very important field of Bahdi activity.

He was also pleased to see that your Assembly had increased the annual budget,
as this expresses the determination of the Canadian believersto expand their
activities and carry on their work on alarger scale than ever before.
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He was also very pleased to see that Mr. Bond NOTEREF _Ref415388157 f *

If the British
Bahais, with all their handicaps and suffering real physical and nervous
exhaustion from the long war years, could accomplish so much, then surely the
Canadian Baha'is, who were spared these conditions, are in a much better

state to carry on and prosecute their tasks. What was done at the very breaking



point in England, Ireland, Scotland and Wales could be done -- must be done --
by the Canadian believers, with much less effort. Although sacrificeis
required, he feels sure that the friends are ready and willing to make the
necessary sacrifice, and arise to ensure that the very first Plan, the very

first organized work under-
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taken by them as an independent national Bahai Community, will be carried
forward and victory ensured by the appointed time.

The energy, fidelity and courage, with which the Canadian Bahai Community
has, in the course of this past year, faced its problems, discharged its duties

and expanded the scope of its teaching and administrative activities merit the
highest praise, and have greatly raised my hopes for the eventual consummation
of the Plan which its members are so steadfastly prosecuting. Though unable,
owing to a chain of circumstances beyond my control, to address them more
frequently and convey to them my feelings of gratitude and admiration for their
recent achievements, | have followed closely the course of their manifold
activities, perused, with care and interest, the various publications which

A community which, in the course of less than fifty years, hasto its credit
such an imperishable record of international service, and standing now on the
threshold of anew epoch in its evolution, recognized as a self-governing
member of the family of Bah&i national communities, functioning according to
aPlan of its own conceived for its orderly and efficient devel opment, must, if
it isto maintain the standard of excellence it has already attained, display

on astill wider front, and continue to demonstrate, a no less profound spirit
of dedication, asit forges ahead, in the years to come, along the road laid
down for it by the Centre of the Covenant Himself in His historic Tablets.

As co-partner with the American Bahdi community in the execution of the
Divine Plan, it must evince in both the administrative and pioneer fields, a
heroism that may be truly worthy of its high calling. In the remote and
inhospitable regions of the North, amidst the Eskimos of Greenland and the
Indians of the Dominion of Canada; throughout the Provinces of afar flung
territory where newly fledged Assemblies, and nuclel of future Baha'i
ingtitutions in the form of groups and isolated centres, lie scattered; in its



relationships and negotiations with the local, provincial and national
representatives of civil authority in issues affecting matters of personal
status and the independence of the Faith and the establishment of its
endowments ; in its contact with the masses and in its effort to publicize the
Faith, enhance its prestige and disseminate its literature, this community, so
young, so Vvibrant with life, so laden with blessings, so rich in promise, must
rise to such heights and achieve such fame as shall eclipse the radiance of its
past administrative and pioneer achievements.

Then and only then will this community acquire the spiritual potentialities
that will enable it to discharge, as befits a co-heir of the Tablets of the
Divine Plan, the tremendous re-
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sponsibilities, and fulfil the functions, devolving upon it beyond the oceans,

and in al the continents of the globe.

May this community, the leaven placed by the hands of Providence in the midst
of a people belonging to a nation, likewise young, dynamic, richly endowed with
material resources, and assured of a great material prosperity by

"Abdu'l-Bahd, play its part not only in lending a notable impetus to the
world-wide propagation of the Faith it has espoused, but contribute, as its
resources multiply and asit gainsin stature, to the spiritualization and

material progress of the nation of which it forms so vital a part.

Your letters of March 29 and July 22 have been received, with enclosures, and
the beloved Guardian has instructed me to answer you on his behalf.
Regarding the question of Mr. and Mrs. . . . : the Administrative Order is not
agovernmental or civic body, it isto regulate and guide the internal affairs

of the Bahai community; consequently it works according to its own
procedure, best suited to its needs. A Bahdi who does more than visit
temporarily a Community is considered for our administrative purposes as a
resident and can vote and serve accordingly. Studentsin foreign lands, most
obviously not residents, are registered as local Bahdlis, and therefore

entitled to do their share of work and play their part in the local Community
life. This should be pointed out to . . . who seem to be confusing our internal
administration with external practices which have no relation to it. Asregards
their personal attitudes the Guardian, remembering what a devoted worker . . .
has been in the past, is very sorry to see sheis no longer active. He does not
feel thiswill lead to either her happiness or that of . . . ; for, whenever we
compromise with what is noblest and best in ourselves, we are the losers
invariably.

The Guardian was delighted to hear the friends are at last responding to the



urgent needs of the Plan and going forth as pioneers. Plans are concrete

things, and not mere honours, and victories -- like all other achievementsin

life -- must be purchased at the cost of persistent effort! He feels sure the

Canadian Baha'is, perhaps slow to get under way, will display the counterpart

of this British characteristic, and cling like bull dogs to their tasks, once

they do get under way.

The departure of Mr. Bond NOTEREF _Ref415388157 f * MERGEFORMAT -->39 --> for
the Arctic made the Guardian very happy; this, aswell as the sailing of Mr.

Bischoff NOTEREF _Ref415384180 f * MERGEFORMAT -->43 --> for Greenland, marks
the opening stage of the campaign to carry the Faith to the Eskimos, a plan set

The
Canadian Bah&'is, more prosperous, less restricted, and equally capable, can
accomplish just as much if they unitedly determine to do so.

The response made by the Canadian friends to the Guardian's appeal for support
of the Shrine work has touched him very much. He wishes to thank al those who
contributed for their loving generosity, and to assure them that their
co-operation in this wonderful task has added to the spiritual beauty of an
Edifice aready so Holy and so beloved by all the believers the world over.

The Plan on which the attention of the Canadian Baha'i
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Community is focused, and upon the success of which must depend itsimmediate
destinies, is now entering a critical stage, demanding increasing vigilance on



the part of al its members, utter consecration to the Plan's objectives, and a
determined inflexible resolve to carry it to a successful conclusion.

Little over ayear separates this valiant community, still in the earliest

stage of itsindependent existence, from the fateful hour that will mark the
termination of the first collective enterprise undertaken in its history. The
vastness of the field in which itsinfant strength is being tested is indeed
staggering. The resources it can command are severely limited. The number of
active participators, whether as pioneers or administrators, is admittedly

small. The experience of the vast magjority of its supporters is inadequate to
the tremendous obligations it has assumed. The obstacles confronting it whether
in Greenland, or among the Indians and the Eskimos of the extreme North, are
truly formidable. Y et the potency infused into this community, through the
Revelation of "Abdu'l-Bahd's Divine Plan, and the spiritual capacity
engendered in its earliest members through His visit to their native land --
distinctions which it fully shares with its sister community in the Great
Republic of the West -- empower it to discharge -- if it but rise to the

occasion -- dl the responsibilities it has undertaken and consummate the task
to which it stands pledged.

The eyes of the Bahdi world are expectantly turned towards this newly
erected pillar, designed to sustain in conjunction with other National
Assemblies the weight of the Supreme Legislative Body of the World Order of
Bah&u'lldh.

Thisfinal phase of the first Plan, undertaken by a newly fledged, repeatedly
blessed community, asit speeds to a close, must witness an upsurge of spirit,

of courage and determination, a display of activity, a demonstration of
self-sacrifice and of solidarity such asto eclipse its brightest achievements

in the past. The highly meritorious tasks initiated in both Greenland and
Newfoundland need not be enlarged at the present hour, but should, under no
circumstances, be allowed to suffer any setback. The work started among the
Eskimos and Indians should be maintained at its present level, and should not



be permitted to decline. An extraordinary concentration of effort, systematic,
determined and sustained, is however required throughout all the nine provinces
of the Dominion, aiming at an unprecedented flow of contributions by the entire
body of the believers, each according to his or her means, into the National
Treasury ; amarked increase in the number of pioneers ; amuch greater
dispersion; a higher degree of austerity; a still nobler display of

consecration -- all of which must result in a speedy multiplication of
Assemblies and groups, which constitutes the core of the Plan, and on which
hinges its fortunes.

The fleeting months ahead will be truly decisive. Upon the success of the
present Plan must depend, not only the joint tribute to be paid by the Canadian
Bahai Community to the memory of the Founder of the Faith on the occasion of
the centenary of the Birth of His Revelation, but also the rapid unfoldment of
subsequent stages of the Mission which the Tab-
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lets of "Abdu'l-Bahéa so clearly and emphaticaly entitleit to fulfil.

The opportunity given to this Community is precious, unutterably precious. The
fate of thisfirst historic Plan now hangs in the balance. The present chance,

if lost, cannot be retrieved. The issues on which hinge the successful
prosecution of the Plan are so weighty that none can assess them at present.

they but persevere, be richly blessed by Him Who brought it into being, Who
nursed it through His love, Who conferred upon it so distinguished a Mission,
Who made such magnificent promises regarding its future, and Who will continue
to sustain it through His unfailing, His abounding grace and favour.

He was very happy to hear that the Convention had been such a success, and
above dl, that the delegates had realized how urgent are the teaching tasks
till facing the Canadian Community. He hopes that they will carry back to
their local Communities a sense of this urgency, and stimulate the friends to
make a heroic last effort and succeed. They say success breeds success; and
there can be no doubt that, upon the accomplishment of the present goals must
depend the work in the immediate future -- both the degree of spiritual help
that will be vouchsafed by God, and the number of tasks that will be entrusted
to the Canadian Bahdlis. He feels sure that if the believers become



sufficiently aroused to an awareness of the critical nature of the coming

months, they will take the necessary action, however great the sacrifice
involved.

As he cabled you, he feels that Charlottetown, representing as it does one of

The Guardian was most happy to hear of the excellent work some of the Bah&iis
are doing with the Eskimos and the Indians, and considers their spirit most
exemplary. They are rendering afar greater service than they, themselves, are
aware of, the fruits of which will be seen, not only in Canada, but because of
their repercussions, in other countries where primitive populations must be
taught.

prosecution -- must, under no circumstances, be allowed to register afailure.

In Newfoundland, in Greenland, among the Eskimos and Indians, through the
incorporation of its National Assembly, the immediate objectives have been
practically attained. The attention of the entire community must, in the
remaining months ahead, be focused on the dire necessity of multiplying, at
whatever cost, the number of pioneers, the rapid formation of groups, and the
conversion of groups into Assemblies, so that the complete and total success of
the Plan may be assured, and a triumphant community may step forward, confident
and unencumbered by any liabilities, into a vast arena of service, prosecute a
still more glorious mission, and win still mightier victories.

While the energy of this community is being expended on the conduct of this
fateful undertaking, marking the baptism of this community, a collateral effort
must, owing to unforeseen circumstances, be exerted for the establishment of an
institution which, though not an integral part of the Plan formulated for that
community, is nonetheless regarded as indispensable owing to its emergence into
an independent existence, and the necessity of its following the lead of its
sister-communities in East and West, which have, at various stagesin their
development, adopted this vital measure for the consolidation of their national
ingtitutions and the raising of the prestige of the Faith in their respective
countries. The selection of the city to serve as the seat of the national
Hazératu'l-Quds in the Dominion of Canada; the purchase of either aplot to
serve as asite for the construction of this Edifice, or, preferably, of a

building to serve as a provisional national administrative headquarters for a
rising, steadily expanding community; the association of all other National
Assemblies throughout the Bahdi world in contributing towards this highly
meritorious enterprise; my own association with the Bah&is the world over in
providing for the early emergence of such a Centre towards which the manifold
activities initiated through-
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out the length and breadth of a vast Dominion must converge, and from which the
impulses generated by arapidly evolving, divinely appointed Administrative
Order must radiate -- these constitute the imperative needs of the present

hour. The consummation of this added undertaking, the prompt discharge of this
additional responsibility will, no doubt, constitute a befitting contribution

by one of the youngest national communities in the Bahdi world to the
world-wide celebrations that are to commemorate the centenary of the birth of
Bahdu'lldh's Mission, and which will paralléel the termination of the
fifty-year-old enterprise of the first Mashriqu'l-Adhkar of the West and its
official opening for public Bah&i worship.

In conjunction with the various National Administrative Headquarters purchased
or constructed, in the course of the last three decades, in five continents of

the globe, and for the most part in the capital cities of several countriesin

the Eastern Hemisphere, this latest Edifice in the chain of Bah&i national
institutions linking five continents will, no doubt, serve to enhance the

growing prestige of aworld-wide Faith and consolidate the foundations of its
administrative Structure. From far-off Sydney, on the shores of the South



Pacific Ocean, and successively through New Delhi in the heart of the Indian
sub-continent, Tihran, the capital of Bahdu'llah's native land, Baghdad,

the “Irégé capital enshrining His most holy House, Cairo, the Egyptian

capital, the admitted centre of both the Arab and Muslim worlds, the city of
Frankfurt in the heart of both Germany and of the European continent, and as
far asthe heart of the North American continent and in the neighborhood of the
first Bahai centre established in the Western Hemisphere, this chain of

Baha'i bastions of aworld-encircling Order, must be further extended through
an additional link to be forged in the northern part of the Western Hemisphere,
and its subsequent prolongation into Latin America as far as the Republics of
South America.

One more word in conclusion. The passing, at this juncture, of one who, through
along career of distinguished ser-
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vice to the Cause of Bah&u'lldh, not only since the birth of this community

but in more recent years in the heart and centre of the Bah&i world, has

left an indelible mark on the annal s of the Faith, has evoked not only the

deepest sorrow but the utmost regret at a time when this community is beginning

to reap at long last the first fruits of its stewardship to the Cause of God,

and the whole Baha'i world is on the eve of celebrating one of its greatest

Jubilees. By reason of hisown saintly life, his self-effacement, gentleness,

loving kindness and nobility of soul; by virtue of his remarkable endowments

which he so devotedly consecrated to both the embellishment of the slopes of

God's holy mountain and the creation of a befitting design for the second most

holy Bah&i Edifice embosomed in its very heart; and because of his kinship,

on the one hand, with awife NOTEREF _Ref415387519 * MERGEFORMAT -->4 --> whom
posterity will regard, not only as the mother both of the Canadian Bahai

Community and of the first Bah&i centre established on the European

continent but also as one of the foremost pioneers and martyrs of the Faith,

and, on the other with adaughter, NOTEREF _Ref415394197 f * MERGEFORMAT -->15
--> whose unfailing support to me as my helpmate, in the darkest days of my

life, has earned her the title already conferred on her father -- Sutherland

Maxwell NOTEREF _Ref415393247 f * MERGEFORMAT -->22 --> has |eft alegacy, and
achieved a position excelled by only afew among the supporters of the Faith of

Bahau'llah throughout the eleven decades of its existence.

Inspired by the example and the accomplishments of those of its members who

have distinguished themselvesin the Holy Land, on the European continent and

in both the northern and southern continents of the Western Hemisphere, this

community must forge on, with added determination, with increasing dedication,

with thanskgiving and redoubled zeal, on the road leading it to a still more

glorious destiny in the years immediately ahead. That it may press forward,

conquer still greater heights, plumb greater depths of consecration, spread

wider and wider the fame of the Cause of God is the cherished desire of my

heart and the object of my constant supplication.

Dear Bahai Friends:

Our Beloved Guardian has been greatly encouraged by reports reaching him from
all parts of the Bahai World; of the victories already gained, and the plans
being laid for the prosecution of the Ten Y ear Crusade.

They have evoked his awe-inspiring, and soul-stirring cablegram of May 28th,
calling for the immediate settlement of all the 131 virgin areas of the Plan,

just as quickly as possible. He is convinced, that the Friends will arise and
trangate their enthusiasm into Action, because the Keynote of the Crusade must
be Action, Action, Action!

The Beloved Guardian has directed me to write your Assembly to amplify some of
the aspects of his dynamic message.

The settlement of these virgin areasis of such an emergency nature, that he
feels pioneering in one of them takes precedence over every other type of

Bahai service -- whether it be in the teaching or administrative fields of

the Faith. So important isit that the National Assembly may delay initiation

of stepsto fulfil other phases of the Plan, until all these areas are

conguered for the Faith. Nothing, absolutely nothing, must be allowed to
interfere with the placing of pioneersin each of the 131 goal countries.

In the United States some 150 people have volunteered for pioneer service, and
some of them already are preparing to leave for their posts. The Beloved
Guardian fully expects the dear Friends in Canada, to follow this example, and
quickly settle the areas allotted to them.

Because of it being the Chief Executor of the Divine Plan, and having so many
pioneers available, the Guardian has given permission to the United States to
send pioneers into any area of the Globe regardless of whom it may be assigned
to. Thus pioneers from the United States may ask permission to settle in one of
the Areas assigned to your Assembly. If thisis done, you should assist them in
every way possible.
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There are some general observations which the Guardian shares with you, and
then some specific suggestions which are enumerated below.

1. Every individual who has offered to pioneer must be encouraged in every way
by the National Assembly.

2. The National Assembly should assist each pioneer, so they may be placed in
their post just as quickly as possible.

3. The handling of each application for pioneering service must be expedited,
and not allowed to be bogged down for any reason, or in the hands of
Committees.

4. The National Assembly should make it their first order of business to follow
up actively this most important task. They must make it the first order of
business at each Assembly meeting, to see that each application is being



processed rapidly. This does not mean the special committees should not handle
the details; but it does mean the Assembly itself must review each application
at each meeting; and see that the pioneer getsinto the field as soon as
possible.

5. A large number of pioneers should not be sent to any one country. One, or
even two, will be sufficient for the time being. Later on, if supplementary
assistance is needed, that of course can be taken care of. The all important
thing now isto get at least one pioneer in each of the 131 virgin aress.

6. The National Assembly may exercise its prerogatives and suggest to
applicants where their services are most needed. This, of course, applies
particularly to pioneers, where a large number wish to go to the same place.
The specific suggestions of the Guardian are:

a. Areas close at hand and easy of settlement should be filled first. Then the
areas more difficult, and finally, those which will be difficult.

b. Whenever a pioneer enters a new territory, a cable should
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be sent at once to the Guardian, giving the name, place, and any pertinent
information.

c. A monthly report of progressisto be sent by your Assembly to the
Secretary-Genera of the International Bah&i Council. Special matters of a
report nature, for the Guardian, in connection with the plan of settling these
131 areas, should be sent to the Secretary-General of the Council aso.

d. This does not mean that any administrative matters in connection with the
settlement of pioneers should be handled with the Council. These should
continue to be handled with the Guardian direct. The Council issimply to
coordinate reports, consolidate them, keep maps up to date, etc. for the
Guardian, and your reports will enable them to do this.

e. The Guardian feels the following areas should be easily settled, and he
would appreciate your early cable advice of such new victories. Anticosti
Island, Baranof 1sland, Cape Breton Island, Magdalen Islands, Miquelon Island,
and St. Pierre Island, followed by other areas in the American Continent.
Precedence should, however, be given to those listed above, as they appear the
easiest of accomplishment, at the moment.

f. Ashis dramatic cable indicates, the Guardian will have prepared an
illuminated "Roll of Honour " on which will be inscribed the names of the
"Knights of Bahau'llah ", who first enter these 131 virgin areas. This"Roll

of Honour" will be placed inside the entrance door of the Inner Sanctuary of
the Tomb of Bahdu'llah.

From time to time, the Guardian will announce to the Bah&i World the names
of those Holy Souls who arise under the conditions outlined in his message, and
settle these areas and conquer them for Bahau'llah.

Now isthe time for the Baha'is of the World to demonstrate the spiritual
vitality of the Faith, and to arise as one soul to spread
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the Glory of the Lord over the face of the Earth. The Guardian is sure that the



Bahdis of Canada who have served and sacrificed so long for the Faith, will
continue their glorious record by winning many new victories for the Faith.
The Guardian will pray fervently for the Bah&is of Canada, and for the
success of their efforts.

The Guardian will pray for the members of the Assembly, whose sacrificial
efforts he greatly values.

He was most happy to hear that all of your goals were achieved. This augurs
well for the future of your activities, especially during the Ten Y ear Plan

just launched. He wishes through your body to
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thank all the pioneers, teachers and Bah&is who helped achieve this great
victory. They have every reason to feel proud of themselves, and grateful to
Bahau'llah. Undoubtedly His divine assistance, combined with their
determination and faith, enabled them to fulfil their objectives.

He was very happy to know that Charlottetown not only achieved Assembly status,
but that the believers there are mostly self-supporting, asthisis a sound

basis for the expansion of the work in any place, especially in such a

difficult one.

The Bah&i Exhibit held at the Canadian National Exhibition was an excellent
means of obtaining publicity. He hopes that advantage will be taken of similar
opportunitiesin the future.

He urges your Assembly to press for recognition of the Bahdi marriagein
Ontario,[54] and, gradually, where the Cause is strong enough, in other



Provinces.

Regarding the question you asked him about one of the believers who seemsto be
flagrantly a homosexual -- although to a certain extent we must be forbearing

in the matter of people's moral conduct because of the terrible deterioration

in society in general, this does not mean that we can put up indefinitely with
conduct which is disgracing the Cause. This person should have it brought to
his attention that such acts are condemned by Bahdu'llah, and that he must
mend hisways, if necessary consult doctors, and make every effort to overcome
this affliction, which is corruptive for him and bad for the Cause. If after a
period of probation you do not see an improvement, he should have his voting
rights taken away. The Guardian does not think, however, that a Bah&i body
should take it upon itself to denounce him to the Authorities unless his

conduct borders on insanity.

The Guardian attaches the greatest importance, during this opening year of the
Ten Year Campaign, to settling the virgin areas with pioneers. He has informed,
or isinforming, the other National Assemblies that there is no reason why
believers from one country should not fill the goalsin other countries. In

other words, Canada could receive foreign pioneers for her goals, who would
operate under her jurisdiction; likewise, Canadians could go forth
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and pioneer in other countries goal territoriesif the way opened for them to
do so. Naturally, they must feel their first responsibility should be toward

the Canadian part of the Plan, as they are Canadians, but sometimes health,
business openings or family connections might take people into other goal
countries.

He realizes that the objectives in the far north are perhaps the hardest. On

the other hand, the harder the task, the more glorious the victory.

Y ou may be sure that heis praying for your success, and, what ismore, heis
confident that this young, virile Canadian Community can and will succeed in
carrying out its share of the World Spiritual Crusade, so vast and challenging,
upon which we are now launched.

The prizesto be won in distant fields, under the most trying circumstances, by
the members of a community so youthful, so circumscribed in number and
resources, are so precious that none of them can as yet even dimly imagine
their transcendent glory. On the homefront, as well asin the far-off islands

of the Pacific Ocean, in both the teaching and administrative fields, the
Canadian Bah&i Community must labour incessantly in anticipation of the
fulfilment of the inspiring prophecies made by the Centre of the Covenant Who,
repeatedly and in unmistakable language, promised to this Community a glorious
future, and predicted both the material and spiritual advancement of the nation
of which it forms a part.

On the success of thisinitial stage in the unfoldment of its Missionin

foreign fields -- a stage which will witness the departure of the Canadian
pioneers from their homeland, in the northern regions of the Western
Hemisphere, to the South Sea Islands -- must depend the degree to which they
will be active in days to come in other continents of the globe and their
neighbouring islands. As the chosen allies of the chief executors of the
Master's Divine Plan, they shoulder aresponsibility which is at once
staggering, sacred and inescapable. The greater their exertions, the more
abundant will be the outpouring of celestial grace vouchsafed to them by the
Author of the Plan Himself, Who in Hisimmortal Tablets has more than once
assured
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of Hisunfailing aid all who arise to serve His Father's Cause.

Now is the hour to demonstrate to the entire Bahdi World those qualities
which the heroes of God, unfurling in the Western Hemisphere the banners of a
world Crusade destined to be carried over the entire surface of the globe, must
possess in order to accomplish their exalted Mission. The Canadian Bahai
Community must stand in the vanguard of this conquering army of Bahau'llah.

He realizes that thisis
avery difficult assignment, but feels that the hand of Bahau'llah will

assist those who arise to carry on thiswork, and that the doors will open,
somehow or other. He hopes your committee and the National Assembly will
realize the great importance of someone being settled in Anticosti, and will
continue to press the matter.

With regard to the plan of Miss Edythe MacArthur[61] to |eave the Queen
Charlotte Iands in order to settle in some more distant area, it appears that
Miss MacArthur is the only Bahai in the Queen Charlotte Islands and,
inasmuch asthisis one of the virgin areas of the Crusade, it would seem
inadvisable for her to leave unless of course there are other pioneers who
could enter it, or unless she has confirmed two or three of the people living
permanently in that island.

As| have written all National Assemblies, the Guardian attaches the greatest
importance to the teaching work in these newly-settled virgin areas, and has
written every National Assembly to see that the pioneers do not leave unless
there is some emergency involved.

So far as Africais concerned, the countries are now fairly well settled on an
initial basis. The only area not settled is Spanish
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Guinea, and if Miss MacArthur could settle there, and your committee can send

another pioneer to the Queen Charlotte Islands, he feels that would be

permissible and highly meritorious.

Asyou know, the Guardian attaches the utmost importance to Greenland, and he

No doubt eventually your efforts will be crowned with

success; but you will have to be very tactful and careful in order not to

arouse a permanently resistant attitude on the part of the Company that owns

the Island.

In regard to the question you asked about jurisdiction, the area of

jurisdiction isrelated to the National Spiritual Assembly responsible for the
teaching work in the goal country in question, and has nothing to do with what
nation the territory belongs to. All Canadian goals are therefore under the



jurisdiction of your National Body, and their pioneers must report to you, and
people, whose declarations are accepted, should be registered by your National
Body, or the Committee in charge of the work, as the case may be.

Regarding the question as to whether your Assembly need do anything about its
Israel Branch here: thisis a matter which concerns entirely local legal
procedures. Y our Canadian Branch has now been legally established, and is
entitled to hold property in this country; and he is planning at an early date

to register apiece of land in its name. He will send you thetitle deed as

soon as al formalities have been carried out.

As he has already informed you by cable, he feels that the land which you
proposed as a Temple and National Haziratu'l-Quds site was altogether too
large, too expensive, and above al, too far from the city limits. He has given
similar instructions to a number of other national bodies who were pursuing
their investigations in a direction much the same as your own. He realizes that
it isdifficult, and much more expensive, to find a plot close to the heart of

the city. On the other hand, he feels that even a small plot, near to town, is
much more reasonable from every standpoint than alarge plot way out in the
country. The friends must remember that they have to be able to get out to
their National Centre and their National Temple and use them; and, as Bah&is
are all busy, hardworking people for the most part, the time involved must
inevitably influence their attendance at Baha'i meetingsin the
Haziratu'l-Quds, and later, Bah&i servicesin the Temple.

If the filling of the goals and the purchase of the Temple site can be
accomplished before the lapse of two years from the inception of the Plan, he
feels you will have carried out hisinstructions to the letter, and he will

indeed be very happy.

Hethinksthat it is very befitting that your Body, as representa-
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tives of the Canadian Bahdlis, should be responsible for the erection of a
tombstone over dear Fred Schopflocher's grave.

Asyou no doubt are aware, he cherishes the very brightest hopes for the future
of the Canadian Baha' és. They are afortunate people, possessing many of the
virtues and few of the faults of both the new and old worlds. He remembers them
in his prayersin the Holy Shrines, and prays that they may speedily advancein
the service of the Cause, and accomplish the tasks outlined in the Ten Y ear

Plan astheir particular portion of the work.

He would liketo call your attention, and indeed the attention of all the

friends, to the fact that it is time for the Bahd'is everywhere, including

Canada, to devote themselves to the consolidation work. The goals on the
homefront are going to be, in some ways, even harder to achieve than those
abroad. They will require an increase of membership in the community, which
means patient and devoted teaching, the multiplication of both Assemblies and
groups, the incorporation of many Spiritual Assemblies, etc. They now have nine
yearsin which to do it, but the sooner they get some of the work finished and
behind them, the better!

Our beloved Guardian has instructed me to write you on his behalf and bring to
your attention a certain matter.

He has heard from a number of sources that some of the Canadian believers have
been deprived of their voting rights ; and he feels that all National Spiritual
Assemblies should bear in mind that thisis the heaviest sanction we possess at
present in the Faith, short of excommunication, which lies within the powers of
the Guardian alone; and is consequently a very weighty weapon to wield.

He considers that under no circumstances should any Baha'i ever be suspended
from the voting list and deprived of his administrative privileges for a matter
which is not of the utmost gravity. By that he means breaking of laws, such as
the consent of parentsto marriage etc., or acts of such animmoral character

as to damage the good name of the Faith.

He has informed, some years ago, the American National Spiritual Assembly that,
before anyone is deprived of their voting rights, they should be consulted with
and lovingly admonished at first, given repeated warnings if they do not mend
their immoral ways, or whatever other extremely serious misdemeanour they are
committing, and finally, after these repeated warnings, be deprived of their
voting rights.

He feels that a great many problems within the Communities would be solved if
the believers would more constructively devote their attention to the teaching
work and carrying out the provisions of the Ten Y ear Plan as they affect
Canada. The leadership of your Assembly in these matters will no doubt be of
great help and inspiration to the friends; and he on his part will reinforce



you with his prayers.

As regards your question about the nature of the endowment, which is one of the
objectives of your part of the Ten Y ear Crusade: although the Maxwell house
NOTEREF _Ref415393925 f * MERGEFORMAT -->53 --> in Montreal isredly a
national endowment he feelsin conformity to the policy being pursued in other
countries Canada should acquire one also at thistime. This may be a small

piece of land purchased for Two Thousand Dollars or even less, or for that
matter, given to the National
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Assembly as a gift. The important point is that Canada should have its own
National Endowment, as distinguished from the school property.

continents and oceans of the Globe, is now intently fixing its eyes on this
community, so richly blessed by "Abdu'l-Bahd, eager to witness this twofold
consummation destined to considerably enrich the record of the services
rendered by its members.

Dear Bahdi Sister:

Your loving letter of October 19th came duly to hand, and its contents were
presented to the beloved Guardian. The Guardian has instructed me to give you
the following answers to the questions which you raised:

1. Special situations exist in Alaska, in consideration of which the Guardian
permitted individuals living in military establishments situated close to
citieswith Bah&is to be included in the area of the Assembly of that city.

He feels the same situation does not exist in the Y ukon, and therefore does not
approve of this principle for the Yukon Territory. He feels that the Bahdis
must be resident in any city in order to be members of that Assembly.

2. The Guardian instructs that in Samoa all of the Holy Days should be
celebrated in accordance with the Solar calendar, in accordance with the
practice of the Western Baha'is. The Guardian of course hasin mind that the
Bahdisin the East follow the Lunar calendar, for certain of the Holy Days.

He has in mind especially the instructions in the Aqdas with regard to the Twin
Festivals. However as the Faith develops around the world there are many
problems involved in the observance of certain of the Holy Days, particularly
the Twin Festivals according to the Lunar Calendar.

In the future, no doubt al of the Holy Days will follow the Solar calendar,

and provisions be made as to how the Twin Festivals will be celebrated
universally.

As indicated above, there are many problems involved in the application of the
statements concerning the Twin Festivals, which
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will have to be worked out by the House of Justice.

Thus for the present, in all of the western world, and in all of the virgin
areas as they become settled, even if by pioneers from the East and the West,
the Solar or Western calendar should be observed.

The remarkable achievements of the friends during the last three yearsin
opening the virgin areas no doubt will be looked back upon by posterity with
astonishment and admiration; and the Canadian friends have certainly played an
active part in this process and forged ahead in carrying out their own Plan.
Heis particularly eager that |celand should have a Bah&di nucleus formed, a
country which has for many years had the blessing of knowing about the
Faith,[70] but never the blessing of resident local Baha'is. It deserves

particular attention at thistime.

The achievement of the friends in the far northern territories is a source of

great pride to him; and his warm admiration surrounds the valiant pioneers who,
forgetful of self, have arisen to follow “Abdu'l-Bah&'s expressed wishes.



Another achievement during the past year of the Canadian friends has been the
publication of literature in Ukrainian and in some of the Indian languages. He

It was agreat pleasure to him to have Mr. Raynor, NOTEREF _Ref421956195 *
MERGEFORMAT -->69 --> a member of your Assembly, as his guest here in the Holy
Land, and he feels
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sure that this contact has forged yet another link between the Canadian
Bahdis and the World Centre.

Regarding various matters raised in your letters: there is nothing in the
Teachings to prevent a Bah&i from willing his body for medical research
after death. However, it should be made clear that the remains must be buried
eventually and not cremated, as thisis according to Bah&i law.

He was very sorry to hear of the prolonged inharmony inthe. . . Bahdi
Community. . . . Some of the younger believers, from letters and reports
received here, seem to lack afirm grounding on such matters as the Will and
Testament and the deeper spiritual teachings of the Faith. Whenever the grasp
of these fundamentals is weak, the friends are almost sure to pay undue
attention to secondary procedures, to quibble over details, to lose themselves
in personalities, and to founder in a sea of unnecessary inharmony. This has
nothing to do with their devotion, their loyalty, their zeal, their eagerness

to serve. It ismerely a question of not having received, perhaps through lack
of sufficient teachersto carry on the al-important work of deepening the
friendsin their own faith, a strong enough education in the Covenant before
the duties and responsibilities of the Administrative Order were thrust upon
them.

He has the greatest confidence in the abilities, and the loyalty and devotion

of the Canadian friends. They have proved themselves over and over again, and
distinguished their community through acts of great sacrifice, vision, courage
and devotion. He hopes that, during the coming year, your Assembly will be able
to send out more teachers, to assist the friends in grasping the fundamentals



of the Faith, in uniting them, and stimulating their desire to do more in the
teaching field. If the supply of teachersislimited in Canada -- and the area

to be covered is certainly vast! -- perhaps your Sister Assembly in the United
States can help through lending visiting teachers.

P.S. -- Asregards the question about a person who is mentally ill attending

the Feasts, anybody who is well enough mentally to attend a Bah&i Feast and
understand what it is al about is certainly well enough to be a voting member.
Only people who are very seriously deranged mentally and confined to
institutions or under constant supervision should be deprived of their voting
rights.

Regarding your question of applying the sanction of suspension of voting rights
to people who marry without the consent of parents, this should be done from
now on. The law of the Agqdas is explicit and not open to any ambiguity at al.
Aslong as the parents are alive, the consent must be obtained; it is not
conditioned on their relationship to their children. If the whereabouts of the
parentsis not known legally, in other words, if they are legally dead, then it

is not necessary for the children to obtain their consent, obvioudly. It is not
aquestion of the child not knowing the present whereabouts of its parents, it
isaquestion of alegal thing -- if the parents are alive, they must be asked.
Asregards the question of alcohol, the Guardian explained thisto Mr. Raynor,
NOTEREF _Ref421956195 * MERGEFORMAT -->69 --> and he feelsthat his
understanding of it is quite correct. The Assemblies must be wise and gentlein
dealing with such cases, but at the same time must not tolerate a prolonged and
flagrant disregard of the Bah&i Teachings as regards alcohol.

Dear and valued co-workers:

The Canadian Bah@i Community, whose members are so valiantly participating
in the furtherance of the World Spiritual Crusade, now claiming the attention

of the entire body of followers of the Faith of Bahau'lldh in all continents

of the globe, has ever since the inception of this world-embracing enterprise,
proved itself capable of carrying its share of responsibility in the
accomplishment of this collective, colossal task, and has rendered services

that have enriched the annals
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of the Faith, not only in aland so dear to the heart of “Abdu’l-Baha, but in
far-off islands and territories which it is the mission of this Community to
illuminate and conquer.

Ever since the emergence of this progressive, youthful and dynamic community,
as an independent entity, and particularly since the inception of the Ten Y ear



Plan, it has demonstrated, on severa occasions, those qualities which alone
can provide the guarantee of successin carrying out, as aworthy ally of her
sister community in the Great Republic of the West, the sacred and historic
Mission assigned to it by the Author of the Tablets of the Divine Plan. The
staunchness of the faith of its members, their unyielding resolve, their
ceaseless efforts, their willingness to sacrifice, their exemplary loyalty,

their steadfast courage, have, time and again, been strikingly displayed, and
served to fortify the hopes which | have aways cherished for their future
destiny.

The vastness of the field in which this firmly knit, irresistibly advancing,
steadily consolidating community now operates, stretching as it does from the
Atlantic to the Pacific seaboards, and touching, on the one hand, the fringes
of the Arctic Region, and extending, on the other, as far as the islands of the
South Pacific, contrasts with the extremely restricted area, in which, for so
many years, and until recently, the administrative activities of this community
were confined. The diversity and multiplicity of the enterprisesin which it
findsitself now engaged, the manner in which it is consolidating its strength,
enlarging its membership, safeguarding the unity of its members, and noising
abroad its fame, may be regarded as additional evidences of its spiritual
vigour, and of itsrapid rise to maturity at so significant aperiod in the
evolution of the Faith throughout the Western Hemisphere.

The
virgin areas now opened, and particularly Anticosti, Greenland, Iceland and
Franklin, as well as those territories deprived recently of the benefits of a
resident pioneer, must be made the object of the special attention and

solicitude of your Assembly, for upon the preservation of these hard-won prizes
must depend the ultimate triumph of this community's collective and historic
task, and the enhancement of the prestige it has deservedly won in recent years
throughout the Bahai World.

Of equal importance is the strenuous yet highly meritorious obligation to add,
steadily and rapidly, to the number of the American Indian and Eskimo adherents
of the Faith, and to ensure their active participation in both the teaching and
administrative spheres of Baha'i activity -- atask so clearly emphasized by

the Pen of the Centre of the Covenant, and in the consummation of which the
Canadian Bah&i Community is destined to play so conspicuous a part.

Above all, the utmost endeavour should be exerted by your Assembly to

For as the body of the avowed supporters of
the Faith is enlarged, and the basis of the structure of its Administrative
Order is broadened, and the fame of the rising community spreads far and wide,
aparallel progress must be achieved, if the fruits already garnered are to

however, if thisform of group meditation produces unity and a deeper
understanding of the teachings, he sees no reason why it should be not used at



least in the beginning of a teaching class -- providing the people want to,

likeit, and fully understand it has nothing to do with the teachings of the

Faith, but is a method which sometimes proves helpful.

Fruitless sciencesis what Bahdu'llah refers to, like metaphysical hair

splittings, and other abstract things carried to the extreme.

The friends should be encouraged not to waste time on such things as astrology,
etc., which you mention. They cannot be forbidden to do so. The exercise of our
free will to choose to do the right thing is much more important.

Thereisno "grace" in the Bah&i teachings; the Guardian doubts if the words
are those of the Béb, they may be, but, unless he saw the source in the

original, he could not be sure.

Y ou should try to reactivate those you taught, but if there continues to be no
response you had better concentrate on more receptive souls. He thinks your
teaching efforts have been very fruitful, and you should be very happy.

Thus you would now have a Minorities Committee, with sub-committees to
specialize in the teaching work of the Eskimos, another sub-committee for the
Indians, another for the French Canadians, and another one for the Poles and
Ukrainians.

The Beloved Guardian has noted your letter of February 15th, addressed to the
National Teaching Committee, other committees and Local Assemblies giving
advice concerning Teaching methods in Canada.

The Beloved Guardian noted that in paragraph 3 you mention that no teachers
have the authority to interpret more accurately than others: that every teacher
is bound to interpret to some degree but the more he appreciates the Faith, the
lesswill he be inclined to be dogmatic, etc.

The Guardian feels that this paragraph will cause great confusion amongst the
friends.

The Will and Testament of Bahdu'lldh and the Will and Testament of the
Master clearly and explicitly indicate that the Interpreter of the Word was the
Centre of the Covenant and now isthe
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Guardian. There are no other Interpreters whatsoever and no individual may
interpret. Thisis strictly forbidden.

No doubt the intent of this paragraph was to indicate that the Bahd'i

teachers in making explanation of Divine Truths must give their understanding
of the Divine Truths: explanations that have been clarified for them in study
classes, summer schools, etc.

Divine Truth isrelative and that is why we are enjoined to constantly refer

the seeker to the Word itself -- and why any explanations we make to ease the
journey of the soul of any individual must be based on the Word and the Word
alone.

If there is awide divergence in the understandings of the Friends of the
Teachings then the National Assembly should arrange for study classes on such
points -- and particularly the Summer Schools.

The Guardian feels the letter of February 15th should be withdrawn.

Y our Assembly's communications with their enclosures have all arrived safely,
and the beloved Guardian has instructed me to answer you on his behalf, and to
acknowledge receipt of your letters dated: June 28, August 26, September 25 and
December 7, 14 and 17, 1956, and February 15, March 19 and 21, May 15 and 31.
As many of the questions mentioned in your letters have been answered, | will
not repeat them here.

It isapity that the Canadian believers are having so much difficulty settling

the question of both their Temple land and their National Headquarters. He was
very surprised and distressed to learn that the Temple site you had chosen has
entirely fallen through, and that you have to begin all over again looking for
aTemple site. He feels that your Assembly should appreciate the fact that the
important thing at thistimeisto acquire a Temple site. It does not have to

be avery large piece of land, and, if the worst comesto the worst, at a

future date, when the time comes to build a Temple in Canada, it can be
exchanged or sold and a better site procured; but the question for this present
National Body to settle once and for al isthe purchase of a Temple plot asa
beginning in order to remove from the Ten Y ear Plan one of its most important
goals, and one the accomplishment of which has been dragging too long. He feels
that your Assembly should also ook around for a suitable and permanent
Haziratu'l-Quds in Toronto, and try and dispose of the one you have without
loss, if
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possible, in order to enable you to acquire the new and he hopes permanent one
at once.

As regards the matter of those who have withdrawn from the Faith on the west
coast: as you know, no one has the right to excommunicate anybody except the
Guardian of the Faith, himself. Those people who have withdrawn from the Faith,
though critical of it and disgruntled, are not necessarily Covenant-breakers.

If they were associating with Ahmad Sohrab[72] and upholding his claims
actively, then they would come into an entirely different category. If thisis



the case, you should inform the Guardian, but otherwise the friends should be
advised to just leave these people aone, for their influence can be nothing

but negative and destructive, and the less they breathe the breath, so to

speak, of those who have turned their back on the light of this Faith, the
better.

It is not enough to bring people into the Faith, one must educate them and
deepen their love for it and their knowledge of its teachings, after they
declare themselves. Asthe Bahd'is are few in number, especially the active
teachers, and there isa great deal of work to be done, the education of these
new believersis often sadly neglected, and then results are seen such as the
resignations you have had recently. In this respect, the Summer Schools can be
of the greatest help to the friends, new and old Bah&is alike, for in them

they can study, and enjoy the feeling of Bah&i companionship whichiis, alas,
usually lacking in their home communities, owing to the smallness of their
numbers.

Heisvery happy to see that the friends are making every effort to execute the
provisions of the Ten Year Plan, as they apply to the Canadian Community. The
most urgent of all tasks facing them in connection with the execution of their
part of the Ten Y ear Plan isto increase the number of Spiritual Assemblies.
The Bahdlis should realize that today's intensely materialistic civilization,
alas, most perfectly exemplified by the United States, has far exceeded the
bounds of moderation, and, as Bahdu'lldh has pointed out in His Writings,
civilization itself, when carried to extremes, leads to destruction. The
Canadian friends should be on their guard against this deadly influence to
which they are so
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constantly exposed, and which we can see is undermining the moral strength of
not only America, but indeed of Europe and other parts of the world to which it
israpidly spreading.

The fortuitous combination of British solidity and good judgement and American
get-up-and-go and enthusiasm, which has characterized Canada, must not be lost
in the Canadian Bahai Community. Its members must demonstrate their
outstanding abilities, and, through a greater vision, more consecration and
renewed self-sacrifice, arise and attain their goals.

Heisvery happy over the work in the Pacific region in general, and was glad

This applies equally to Labrador and Greenland, where Bill

Carr,[ 73] the lone Canadian pioneer, is demonstrating the Bahai spiritin

such an exemplary manner. It is hard for the friends to appreciate, when they

are isolated in one of these goal territories, and see that they are making no



progress in teaching others, are living in inhospitable climes for the most

part, and are lonesome for Bah&i companionship and activity, that they

represent aforce for good, that they are like alight-house of Bahdu'llah

shining at a strategic point and casting its beam out into the darkness. This
iswhy he so consistently urges these pioneers not to abandon their posts.

The long overdue conversion of the
American Indians, the Eskimos and French Canadians, as well asthe
representatives of other minorities permanently residing within the borders of
that vast Dominion, must receive, in the months immediately ahead, such an
impetus as to astonish and stimulate the members of all Baha'i communities
throughout the length and breadth of the Western Hemisphere. The independent
character of the Faith they profess and champion must, moreover, be fully
vindicated through a closer adherence, on the part of the rank and file of the
believers, to its distinguishing tenets and precepts, as well as through a

fuller recognition by the civil authorities[ 74] concerned of the Bah&i

Marriage Certificate and of the Bahai Holy Days. The integrity of the
fundamental teachings of the Faith, its security, the healthy and steady
development, and ultimate fruition, of its nascent institutions, must, above

all,
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be ensured and safeguarded, for upon these will depend the consummation of the
Mission with which the Author of the Tablets of the Divine Plan has chosen to
entrust them.

The few remaining years, separating the steadfast and high-minded members of
the Canadian Bahdi Community, striving so assiduously to achieve their

goals, from the time fixed for the termination of a swiftly unfolding Crusade,
arerapidly dlipping by. A community which, ever since its inception, has,
through the instrumentality of its most distinguished members, and particularly

Knights of Bahau'llah

Shoghi Effendi announced in May 1953* that those believers who arose to pioneer
to goasoutlined in the Ten Y ear Crusade, would be designated "Knights of
Bahdu'lléh", and would have their names inscribed on a"Roll of Honour".

This Roll was placed at the entrance door of the Shrine of Bah&u'lléh in

1992, asinstructed by the Guardian and noted in the 8 June 1953 letter in this
book. Severa of these Knights were Canadian, and others fulfilled Canadian
goals.

1. Douglas Martin -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly of the Bahdis
of Canadafrom 1960-85, elected to the Universal House of Justice in 1993.

2. A "message” isaletter or cablegram which has been addressed to an
individual, group or Assembly, and which was written by the Guardian, by a
secretary on behalf of the Guardian, or which includes portions written both by
the Guardian and his secretary.

3. Forence Evaline (Lorol/Kitty) Schopflocher -- an early Montreal believer
who travelled to 86 countries on behalf of the Cause. Her life and travels are
described in The Bah&i World Vol. XV, 488-489, "In Memoriam".

4. May Ellis Maxwell -- spiritual mother of the Canadian Bahai community,
became a believer in 1898, visited "Abdu'l-Bah&in Haifain 1899 and returned
to Paristo found the first Bah&i centre on the European continent, married
Sutherland Maxwell and settled in Montreal in 1902, achieved "the priceless
honour" of a"martyr's death” in Argentinain 1940. For areview of the vast
range of her contributions to the Faith in Europe and America, see The Bah&i
World Vol. VIII, 631-642, "In Memoriam".

5. Siegfried Schopflocher -- known as the "Temple Builder" because of his great
contributions to the completion of the first Mashriqu'l-Adhkéar of the West,
appointed a Hand of the Cause of God in 1952, died in Montreal in 1953. For a
review of his"numerous, magnificent services' see The Bahai World Voal. XIlI,
664-666, "In Memoriam™.

6. Roy Wilhelm -- an American believer whom Shoghi Effendi appointed as a Hand
of the Cause of God after his passing in 1951. See The Bahai World Vol. X,
662-664, "In Memoriam".

7. Horace Holley -- Secretary of the National Spiritual Assembly of the

Bahdis of the United States and Canada, appointed a Hand of the Cause of God
in 1951. See The Bah&i World Vol. X111, 849-858, "In Memoriam".

8. The Universal House of Justice has provided clarification on thisissue: "It

is clear from further elucidations given by Shoghi Effendi that Bah&is may
vote for political posts only when they can do so
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upon anon-party line, without affiliating themselves with any political party
or organization." (Letter dated 13 September 1998 to the National Spiritual
Assembly of the Baha'is of Canada)

9. Charles Murray -- native of Montreal who became a Bah&i in Washington,
D.C., and lived in Prince Edward Island 1932-42.

10. Emeric and Rosemary Sala -- members of the National Spiritual Assembly
1948-53. During the first and second Seven Y ear Plans, they pioneered to
Venezuela (1940-41) and travelled throughout Latin America. In 1953 they
pioneered to South Africa, and returned to Canadain 1968. In 1971 they
pioneered to Mexico, where Rosemary died in 1980. Emeric passed away in 1990.
See The Bahdi World Vol. XVIII, 713-715, and Vol. XX, "In Memoriam".

11. F. St. George Spendlove -- aMontreal believer who served on the National



Spiritual Assembly of the British Isles (1935-36), and settled in Toronto. His
many services and accomplishments are described in The Bahai World Vol.

X111, 895-899, "In Memoriam".

12. William Suter -- Swiss-born member of the Montreal Baha'i youth group who
moved to Toronto in 1936, later was caretaker at the Laurentian Baha'i School
until his death in 1966.

13. Gerrard Sluter-Schiutius -- German-born member of the Montreal Baha'i
youth group who moved to Toronto in 1935, and to Guatemala in 1939. Shoghi
Effendi later declared him a Covenant-breaker for his persistent political
involvement.

14. This period covers the first (1937-44) and second (1946-53) Seven Y ear
Plans assigned to the United States and Canada. Canada was assigned its own
Five Year Plan in 1948.

15. Amatu'l-Baha Ruhiyyih Khdnum Rabbani (Mary Maxwell) -- daughter of May
and Sutherland Maxwell, became the wife of Shoghi Effendi in 1937, appointed a
Hand of the Cause of God in 1952.

16. Mabel Rice-Wray Ives -- an American believer who taught the Faithin
central and eastern Canada. For more details, see The Bah&i World Vol. IX,
616-623, "In Memoriam".

17. Howard Colby Ives -- aformer Unitarian minister, this American believer
published Portals to Freedom and The Song Celestial, died in 1941. See The
Bah&i World Val. IX, 608-613, "In Memoriam" for an account of hislife.

18. John and Audrey Robarts -- John was a member of the National Spiritual
Assembly from 1948-53. In 1953 they became Knights of Bahdu'llah when they
pioneered to Bechuanaland. In 1957 John Robarts was appointed a Hand of the
Cause of God. He passed
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away in Rawdon, Quebec in 1991. See The Bahai World Vol. XX, "In Memoriam".
19. Beulah S. Proctor -- American believer who was the first pioneer, with her
daughter, to Halifax (1939), died 1958.

20. Doris Skinner -- Bahai from Vancouver who was the first pioneer to

Calgary in 1939, until 1949, when she pioneered to Newfoundland.

21. Dorothy Sheets -- first Bahd'i to declare her belief in Bahau'llahin

Calgary, later pioneered to Regina, Saskatchewan and to Newfoundland, passed
away in 1997.

22. William Sutherland Maxwell -- architect of the Shrine of the B&b,

appointed a Hand of the Cause of God in 1951, died in Montreal in 1952. His
"saintly life" is described in The Bahai World Vol. XII, 657-662, "In

Memoriam".

23. Rowland Estall -- afounding member of the Montreal youth group, homefront
pioneer to Vancouver and Winnipeg, served on the National Spiritual Assembly of
the Bahdiis of Canada (1948-1972), the Auxiliary Board (1954-63), and as a
Counsdllor for the Americas for severa yearsin the Caribbean beginning 1973,
passed away in 1993.

24. Ernest Vernon Harrison -- this early Montreal Bah&i (confirmed 1921)
pioneered to Prince Edward Island in the early 1950s, where he passed away in



1959.

25. Emeric Sala's book was This Earth One Country (1945).

26. Elsa Vento -- anative of Finland who became a Bah&i in Toronto in 1938,
pioneered to Prince Edward Island in 1944, and returned to Finland in 1953. For
more details see The Bahdi World Vol. XI11, 900-901, "In Memoriam".

27. Elizabeth Cowles -- an early Montreal believer.

28. The Tablets of the Divine Plan, revealed by "Abdu'l-Bahain 1916-17, and
addressed severally to the Baha'is of the United States and Canada,

constitute the authority for the successive Plans inaugurated by the Guardian

for the spread of the Faith and the establishment of its Institutions

throughout the world.

29. LauraDavis -- Secretary of the National Spiritual Assembly of the

Bahdis of Canada, 1948-54, passed away 1990.

30. The city of Montreal, Quebec, visited by “Abdu’l-Baha August 30 --
September 9, 1912.

31. The Bill to incorporate the National Spiritual Assembly of the Bah&is of
Canada was passed by both Houses of the Canadian Parliament, and given Royal
assent on April 30, 1949.
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32. Winnifred Harvey -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly 1950-61,
passed away in Haifain 1990.

33. Although Newfoundland was first visited by Marion Jack and Kate Cowan Ives
in 1917, the first pioneers to Newfoundland, arriving in 1949-50, were Margaret
Reid, Dorothy Sheets, and Doris Skinner (who remained there until 1955).

34. Nancy Gates -- American pioneer to Denmark who attempted to pioneer to
Greenland, but was unable to do so.

35. The question concerned tie votes when motions are introduced in Assembly
meetings.

36. The question concerned who should chair Feasts.

37. James and Melba Loft -- Mohawk and Ojibwa believers who returned to Canada
from the United States to pioneer to the Tyendinaga (Mohawk) Indian Reserve,
near Shannonville, Ontario, in 1949, where James passed away in 1973, and Melba
in 1985. Melba was the first Canadian native believer. See The Bah&di World

Vol. XVI, 514-516, and Vol. XIX, 697-699, "In Memoriam".

38. E. Blair Fuller, abeliever serving in the United States armed forces.

39. Jameson Bond -- first pioneer to the Canadian Arctic (District of Keewatin
1951-53, District of Franklin with Mrs. Gale Bond,1953-63). They were named
Knights of Bahdu'llah for Franklin. Jameson served on the National Spiritual
Assembly of the Bah&is of Canada 1967-82.

40. Nan Brandle -- beginning in 1950 served several years as a pioneer to the
native people in Department of Indian Affairs hospitals at Fisher River and
Hodgson, Manitoba and at Moose Factory and Ohsweken, Ontario.

41. Louis Bourgeois -- architect of the Mother Temple of the West, in Wilmette,
Illinois, the construction of which was the first collective enterprise

undertaken by the Bah&is of America. He died in 1930.

42. Marion Jack -- "immortal heroine" and "shining example to pioneers’, who



remained at her post in Sofia, Bulgariafrom 1930 until her death in 1954. Her
imperishable services are recorded in The Bahai World VVal. XI1, 674-677, "In
Memoriam".

43. Palle Bischoff -- Danish believer, the first pioneer to Greenland

(1951-54).

44. Laurentian Bahdi School, near Beaulac, Quebec -- founded 1946,
transferred in 1949 to the National Spiritual Assembly, the first national
endowment.

45. Ross Woodman -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly of
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the Bahdis of Canada, 1948-51, 1952-53.

46. Dr. Ali Kuli Khan -- a Persian believer who lived in the United States and,
amongst many other services, trandated the Bahai Writings into English.

[1] Douglas Martin -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly of the
Bahdis of Canada from 1960-85, elected to the Universal House of Justice in
1993.

[2] A "message” is aletter or cablegram which has been addressed to an
individual, group or Assembly, and which was written by the Guardian, by a
secretary on behalf of the Guardian, or which includes portions written both by
the Guardian and his secretary.

[3] Florence Evaline (Lorol/Kitty) Schopflocher -- an early Montreal believer
who travelled to 86 countries on behalf of the Cause. Her life and travels are
described in The Bahd'i World Vol. XV, 488-489, "In Memoriam".

[4] May Ellis Maxwell -- spiritual mother of the Canadian Bahai community,
became a believer in 1898, visited "Abdu'l-Bahain Haifain 1899 and returned
to Paris to found the first Baha'i centre on the European continent, married
Sutherland Maxwell and settled in Montreal in 1902, achieved "the priceless
honour" of a"martyr's death” in Argentinain 1940. For areview of the vast
range of her contributions to the Faith in Europe and America, see The Bah&i
World Vol. VIII, 631-642, "In Memoriam".

[5] Siegfried Schopflocher -- known as the "Temple Builder" because of his
great contributions to the completion of the first Mashriqu'l-Adhkar of the
West, appointed a Hand of the Cause of God in 1952, died in Montreal in 1953.
For areview of his"numerous, magnificent services' see The Bah&di World
Vol. X1, 664-666, "In Memoriam".

[6] Roy Wilhelm -- an American believer whom Shoghi Effendi appointed as a Hand
of the Cause of God after his passing in 1951. See The Bahai World Vol. XIlI,
662-664, "In Memoriam".

[7] Horace Holley -- Secretary of the National Spiritual Assembly of the



Baha'is of the United States and Canada, appointed a Hand of the Cause of God
in 1951. See The Bah&i World VVol. XlI1, 849-858, "In Memoriam".

[8] The Universal House of Justice has provided clarification on thisissue:
"It is clear from further elucidations given by Shoghi Effendi that Bahdis
may vote for political posts only when they can do so upon a non-party line,
without affiliating themselves with any political party or organization.”
(Letter dated 13 September 1998 to the National Spiritual Assembly of the
Baha'is of Canada)

[9] Charles Murray -- native of Montreal who became a Bah&i in Washington,
D.C., and lived in Prince Edward Island 1932-42.

[10] Emeric and Rosemary Sala -- members of the National Spiritual Assembly
1948-53. During the first and second Seven Y ear Plans, they pioneered to
Venezuela (1940-41) and travelled throughout Latin America. In 1953 they
pioneered to South Africa, and returned to Canadain 1968. In 1971 they
pioneered to Mexico, where Rosemary died in 1980. Emeric passed away in 1990.
See The Bahdi World Vol. XVIII, 713-715, and Vol. XX, "In Memoriam".

[11] F. St. George Spendlove -- aMontreal believer who served on the National
Spiritual Assembly of the British Isles (1935-36), and settled in Toronto. His
many services and accomplishments are described in The Bahai World Vol.
X111, 895-899, "In Memoriam".

[12] William Suter -- Swiss-born member of the Montreal Bah&i youth group
who moved to Toronto in 1936, later was caretaker at the Laurentian Bahad'i
School until his death in 1966.

[13] Gerrard Sluter-Schlutius -- German-born member of the Montreal Bah&'i
youth group who moved to Toronto in 1935, and to Guatemala in 1939. Shoghi
Effendi later declared him a Covenant-breaker for his persistent political
involvement.

[14] This period covers the first (1937-44) and second (1946-53) Seven Y ear
Plans assigned to the United States and Canada. Canada was assigned its own
Five Year Plan in 1948.

[15] Amatu'l-Bah& Ruhiyyih Khanum Rabbani (Mary Maxwell) -- daughter of May
and Sutherland Maxwell, became the wife of Shoghi Effendi in 1937, appointed a
Hand of the Cause of God in 1952.

[16] Mabel Rice-Wray Ives -- an American believer who taught the Faith in
central and eastern Canada. For more details, see The Bahdi World Vol. 1X,
616-623, "In Memoriam".

[17] Howard Colby Ives -- aformer Unitarian minister, this American believer
published Portals to Freedom and The Song Celestial, died in 1941. See The
Bahai World Val. IX, 608-613, "In Memoriam” for an account of hislife.

[18] John and Audrey Robarts -- John was a member of the National Spiritual
Assembly from 1948-53. In 1953 they became Knights of Bah&u'llah when they



pioneered to Bechuanaland. In 1957 John Robarts was appointed a Hand of the
Cause of God. He passed away in Rawdon, Quebec in 1991. See The Bahai World
Vol. XX, "In Memoriam".

[19] Beulah S. Proctor -- American believer who was the first pioneer, with her
daughter, to Halifax (1939), died 1958.

[20] Doris Skinner -- Baha'i from Vancouver who was the first pioneer to
Calgary in 1939, until 1949, when she pioneered to Newfoundland.

[21] Dorothy Sheets -- first Baha'i to declare her belief in Bahau'lldhin
Calgary, later pioneered to Regina, Saskatchewan and to Newfoundland, passed
away in 1997.

[22] William Sutherland Maxwell -- architect of the Shrine of the Bab,
appointed a Hand of the Cause of God in 1951, died in Montreal in 1952. His
"saintly life" is described in The Bahai World Vol. XII, 657-662, "In
Memoriam®.

[23] Rowland Estall -- afounding member of the Montreal youth group, homefront
pioneer to Vancouver and Winnipeg, served on the National Spiritual Assembly of
the Bahdis of Canada (1948-1972), the Auxiliary Board (1954-63), and as a
Counsellor for the Americas for severa yearsin the Caribbean beginning 1973,
passed away in 1993.

[24] Ernest Vernon Harrison -- this early Montreal Bah&'i (confirmed 1921)
pioneered to Prince Edward Island in the early 1950s, where he passed away in
1959.

[25] Emeric Salas book was This Earth One Country (1945).

[26] Elsa Vento -- a native of Finland who became aBah&i in Toronto in
1938, pioneered to Prince Edward Island in 1944, and returned to Finland in
1953. For more details see The Bahdi World Vol. X111, 900-901, "In
Memoriam".

[27] Elizabeth Cowles -- an early Montreal believer.

[28] The Tablets of the Divine Plan, revealed by "Abdu’l-Bahain 1916-17, and
addressed severally to the Bahdis of the United States and Canada,

constitute the authority for the successive Plans inaugurated by the Guardian
for the spread of the Faith and the establishment of its Institutions

throughout the world.

[29] Laura Davis -- Secretary of the National Spiritual Assembly of the
Bahdis of Canada, 1948-54, passed away 1990.

[30] The city of Montreal, Quebec, visited by "Abdu’l-Bah& August 30 --
September 9, 1912.

[31] The Bill to incorporate the National Spiritual Assembly of the Baha'is
of Canada was passed by both Houses of the Canadian Parliament, and given Royal
assent on April 30, 1949.



[32] Winnifred Harvey -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly 1950-61,
passed away in Haifain 1990.

[33] Although Newfoundland was first visited by Marion Jack and Kate Cowan Ives
in 1917, the first pioneers to Newfoundland, arriving in 1949-50, were Margaret
Reid, Dorothy Sheets, and Doris Skinner (who remained there until 1955).

[34] Nancy Gates -- American pioneer to Denmark who attempted to pioneer to
Greenland, but was unable to do so.

[35] The question concerned tie votes when motions are introduced in Assembly
meetings.

[36] The question concerned who should chair Feasts.

[37] James and Melba L oft -- Mohawk and Ojibwa believers who returned to Canada
from the United States to pioneer to the Tyendinaga (Mohawk) Indian Reserve,

near Shannonville, Ontario, in 1949, where James passed away in 1973, and Melba
in 1985. Melbawas the first Canadian native believer. See The Bah&di World

Vol. XVI, 514-516, and Vol. X1X, 697-699, "In Memoriam".

[38] E. Blair Fuller, abeliever serving in the United States armed forces.

[39] Jameson Bond -- first pioneer to the Canadian Arctic (District of Keewatin
1951-53, District of Franklin with Mrs. Gale Bond,1953-63). They were named
Knights of Bah&u'llah for Franklin. Jameson served on the National Spiritual
Assembly of the Baha'is of Canada 1967-82.

[40] Nan Brandle -- beginning in 1950 served several years as a pioneer to the
native people in Department of Indian Affairs hospitals at Fisher River and
Hodgson, Manitoba and at Moose Factory and Ohsweken, Ontario.

[41] Louis Bourgeois -- architect of the Mother Temple of the West, in
Wilmette, lllinois, the construction of which was the first collective
enterprise undertaken by the Bah&is of America. He died in 1930.

[42] Marion Jack -- "immortal heroine" and "shining example to pioneers’, who
remained at her post in Sofia, Bulgariafrom 1930 until her death in 1954. Her
imperishable services are recorded in The Bahai World Vol. XII, 674-677, "In
Memoriam".

[43] Palle Bischoff -- Danish believer, the first pioneer to Greenland
(1951-54).

[44] Laurentian Bah&i School, near Beaulac, Quebec -- founded 1946,
transferred in 1949 to the National Spiritual Assembly, the first national
endowment.

[45] Ross Woodman -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly of the Bah&is
of Canada, 1948-51, 1952-53.

[46] Dr. Ali Kuli Khan -- a Persian believer who lived in the United States
and, amongst many other services, transated the Baha'i Writingsinto
English. More details may be found in The Bahai World Vol. X1V, 351-353, "In



Memoriam".

[47] Greta Jankko - Knight of Bahdu'llah for the Marquesas |slands (1954).
See The Bahdi World Vol. XV, 543-545, "In Memoriam".

[48] Albert Rakovsky -- first Bah&i to visit Anticosti 1sland, member of the
National Spiritual Assembly 1953-56.

[49] The Ten Y ear Crusade lasted from 1953-63.

[50] Although Y ukon had been visited by Susan Rice (1916), Marion Jack and
Emogene Hoagg (1919), and Orcella Rexford (1922), no one resident there had
outwardly responded to the Faith.

[51] AmeliaCollins -- an American believer appointed by the Guardian as Hand
of the Cause in 1951, whose outstanding contributions and services are
described in The Bah&i World Vol. XlI1, 834-841, "In Memoriam".

[52] Thefirst building purchased for the National Haziratu'l-Quds (188 St.
George Street, Toronto, 1952-53) was unsuitable. So was the second (539 Mount
Pleasant Road, 1955-56). The third building (274 Huron Street, 1956-57) was
expropriated. The building at 15 Lola Road, Toronto was acquired in 1957 and
served as the National Haziratu'l-Quds until 1969.

[53] Maxwell Home, 1548 Pine Avenue West, Montreal, Quebec -- “Abdu'l-Baha
stayed in this house during His visit to Montreal in 1912. It was given to the
Canadian Bahai community by Hand of the Cause Ruhiyyih Khanum in 1953.

[54] The Bah&i marriage ceremony was first legally recognized in Ontario and
British Columbiain 1958.

[55] Thefirst Temple site was purchased in 1957 in North Y ork, and replaced by
the sitein Markham Township in 1969.

[56] Eddie Elliot -- a childhood friend of Mary Maxwell, the first African
Canadian to become a Baha'i (1929), member of the Montreal Spiritual
Assembly, died 1953.

[57] Dorothy Baker -- A "remarkably gifted" American teacher who was appointed
as a Hand of the Cause by the Guardian, passed away in a plane crash in 1954.
See The Bahdi World Vol. XlI, 670-674, "In Memoriam".

[59] Howard Gilliland -- Knight of Bah&u'llah for Labrador (1954).

Islands (1953). She pioneered to southern Africalater in the Ten Y ear Crusade.

(1956), passed away 1996.

[68] The Gulf Islands were |ater selected as a substitute for Anticosti 1sland,
and opened by Cliff and Catherine Huxtable (1960-66).

[69] Allan Raynor -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly 1954-60 and
1963-64, passed away in 1979. See The Bahdi World Vol. XVIII, 696-698, "In
Memoriam".

[70] Iceland appears to have been visited first by Amelia Collinsin 1924.
Martha Root spent amonth in Iceland in 1935.

[71] Ola Pawlowska -- Knight of Bahau'llah for St. Pierre and Miquelon
Islands (1953-58), later pioneered to L uxembourg, Poland and Congo (Zaire).

[72] Ahmad Sohrab -- former secretary of "Abdu'l-Bahd, declared a
Covenant-breaker by the Guardian, died 1958.

[73] William Carr -- Canadian pioneer to Thule Air Base, Greenland 1955-72.
From 1958 to 1963 Mrs. Kaya Holck, a Danish believer, pioneered among the
Greenlanders.

[74] The decision by the Superior Court in Montreal in 1958 which recognized
the independent character of the Bah&i Faith and exempted the Bahd'i
Shrine from taxation is recorded in The Bah&i World Vol. XI11, 662-664.

[75] Amy Putnam -- one of the earliest believersto enrol in the Bahdi Faith
in Hamilton, later pioneered to St. Pierre and Miquelon Islands.

[76] David Bowie -- a believer who has served, in Canada and overseas, as a
local and travelling teacher.

[77] Zikrullah Khadem (Dhikru'lldh Khédim) - Persian believer appointed Hand
of the Cause by the Guardian in 1952, visited over 50 countries during the Ten
Y ear Crusade, including Canada, passed away 1986. See The Bahdi World Vol.
XX, "In Memoriam".

[78] Peggy Ross -- member of the National Spiritual Assembly, 1953-63, and of
the Auxiliary Board, 1957-86.
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
